The bullding will be fAnished
i few weeks. Title, it is said, will pass
on September 1.

It iz an operation backed by Michael
1. Degnon and other members of the
Pegnon Construction Company, builders
of the subway. © They bought the site
of the structurs last Aupgust from the
Fopire Realty Company, which several
monthe previous had selcuwd it. Five
ol buildings covered the site. Many of
them were used by curb brokers. In
early Bmez they were the offices of some
o the leaders in the stock market and
many deals were planned there, The
property fromis, on HBroad street S0.3
feel and i3 64.5 feel on New street. It
is 170 feet doep.

The Degnon interests paid cloze to 31.-
so0.00d for the old buildings and the aite
they oeciipied. Two month: afier taking
the property they began the erectlon of
the presant building.
