SSSR.

Nemalou popularitu Satkam rovnéz ziskala leningradska skolacka Téfia Savievova, odvezena
pry¢ z obkliCeného mésta, ktera zde byla pohrbena za druhé svétové valky. Stala se symbolem
zlo€ind hitlerovského nacismu proti lidskosti pravé tak jako jeji vrstevnice z Bélehradu, ktera
zahynula b&hem barbarského bombardovani NATO malé bezbranné Jugoslavie, nepfejici si
tancovat pod pistalkou amerického radia Svoboda. Deniky Téni Savicevové byly jednim z
obZalovacich spisi na proslulém norimberském procesu, jez vefejné predCital generalni
prokurator SSSR Rudénko.

Mista jsou v Satkach malebna. Pouze pro né napsal ve 13. stoleti kronikat Néstor: "Hojna a
bohaté je nafe zem." Pfi houbafeni v lese po 30-40 minutach chlze se lze prosté setkat
s losem, v noci se do nevelkych mistnich osad zatoulaji divoka prasata a o takovych
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“"samozfejmostech”, jako jsou zajici a lisky, je zbytecné mluvit. Dal bych vie za to, abych
uvidél uzaslou tvat néjakého AngliCana, kterak pozoruje, jak kopu nohama do Zampiond
vyrostlych na paloucku pfed domem. .

Diky otci jsem se nautil hrat Sachy v 7 letech. Tehdy jsem dostal jako darek svou prvni
Sachovou soupravu. Nasledovaly bitvy s nim, sousedy a ve 3kole. Ve i3 letech jsem se
dovédgl, ze n&jaci "strytkové" hraji Sachy v okresnim kulturnim domé. Objevil jsem se tam
jako opovazlivy mladik a pozadoval jsem, aby mne zapsali do turnaje (byl to okresni piebor).
“Stryekove" se pousmali, ale souhlasili. Jak uz to chodi, Satkovsky "Fischer" svou prvni partii
prohral.

Dg8+ Kd73 Vg7#, 1- Kd5 2 De8! Kxcd4 3 Vgd#, 1- KfS 2 Dc8+ Ked 3 Vgd#

Jako pfekvapeny hoch, sotva jsem se dockal odpovédi a vycetl v nich pro nékoho modelové
maty, jsem se vzapéti rozbehl do nejblizsi knthovny a “zpfehazel” v ni ve§kerou Sachovou
literaturu, obsahujici zminku o dlohach. Po tom zcela necekané spatra pfi pracovni hoding a
bez §achovnice se mi v hlavé rodila Gloha 1 této sbirky. Dodal jsem si odvahy a poslal ji do
¢asopisu Sachmaty v SSSR, v nichZ byla publikovanad v & 9 v r. 1979, Anatolij Kuznécov
pouze vyménil bPh3 za €Pg4. "Vynikajict debut!" - tak ohodnotili tute skladbu &tenari
fasopisu, ale rozhod¢i soutéZe A. P. Grin v rozhodnuti napsal, Ze si jeji obsah nezaslouZzi
pozornost, i kdyZz ja osobné ji povazuji za jednu ze svych nejlepSich! Aleksandr Paviovig,
ktery obvykle s radosti podporoval zaginajici skladatele, v mych skladbach nenasel oblibu...
Maximum, s nimZ jsem mohl poc&itat u Grina jako rozhodé¢iho, byla pochvalna zminka.

Je tieba ftict, Ze Aleksandr Pavlovi¢ byl velmi svéraznou osobnosti. Nikdy jsem ho napt
nevidél zachmufeného. Byval zadumany, casto to pfechazelo v bezprostfedni détské
pousmani (z toho je zfejmy smyst jeho pseudonymu Grin - "usmivat se, ukazovat zuby").
Spolu s tim se v ném jeho jinodsky zapal a energie spojily s krajni netrpélivosti k cizimu
nazoru se viemi z toho plynoucimi disledky. Napt. ho pomlouvali (viibec se nebudu divit.
ukaze-li se to pravdou!), Ze profesor s osmi kfizky na krku mél mladické milenky, zaroven si
myslel, ze ulohy s aspiraci na cenu mdiZze skladat pouze Grin, ale ne Fomiov. To ostatné
nebranilo normalnimu styku mezi nami, nebot "nedostatky jsou pokracovanim uaSich
ptednosti.”

A tak se tedy mym prvnim ulitelem stal K. A Gavrilov. Zaujal moudré postaveni:
nevnucoval sviij nazor a daval zalinajicim skiadatelim volnost k tomu, aby se uili sami bez
ohledu na nedostatek literatury (v byvalém SSSR se vydani o potu 100 000 vytiskd
rozprodalo béhem tydnl!), ale peclivé posuzoval a provéfoval viechny obdrzené skladby.

Zpodatku jsem byl dosti lingm skladatelem, kdyZ jsem roén& skladal veho viudy 3 az 5 uloh
a studii. Pfetomem se stal r. 1984, kdy jsem jel na festival skladatelt a fesiteli do Odésy. Na
vlastni ol jsem spatfil, jak zajimava je skladba - je to svérazné seskupeni podle zajmi a ne
jen pouhe diagramy a feSeni. Samotna jména nad diagamy se proménila na zivé lidi, pfiCemz
skladba se ukizala bohatou na osobnosti. Dmitrij Bannyj nadherné hral na pianino, Vladimir
Jerochin se "opaloval" na plazi s lahvickou laciného silného vina (ostatné se ukazalo, Ze
skladatel¢ se nebranili popit vletné mne - valeho pokorného sluhy). Valentin Rudénko byl
generalnim konstruktérem automatickych orbitalnich stanic a Michail Gromov zastupcem
tehdejsiho predsedy KGB Cebrikova (netfeba mluvit o tom, e na§ stolek v restauraci byl
vzdy obslouZen jako prvni!).

Vznikaly i legraéni situace. Stati fict, Ze mne povazovali za Aleksandra Kuzovkova. Podle
obliCeje jsme se sobé vskutku dost podobali.

Ale nejdilezitgj$im kapitalem Odésy bylo navazani znamosti. Seznamil jsem se tam s
Vasilijem Kozyrevem, jehoz jsem znal jenom z rubriky Gorkovské pravdy, podle zasady

1986
vSichni tfi bohatyfi - Kozyrev, Gromov, Kozjura - objevili spoletné, a A. Kuznécov, kiery
vypadal vedle nich jako liliputan, za kaliSkem vodky ukazal ve spole€nosti takovych junaka,
Ze lze kralem projit po Déribasovské ulici (coZ je hlavni ulice v Odése s legendarni pivnici
Gambrinus). Samozfejmé, Ze je obtizné popsat viechna ta nezapomenutelna setkani v Odgse,
tomu je tfeba vénovat velkou zvlastni knihu. Na mne Odésa zapusobila tak silné, Ze jsem
zakal skladat v opojeni (pfi té prileZitosti jste mohli v Odése uslySet vétu: "Skladas - dej si hlt
vodky, s vodkou mize§ prestat, ale se skladanim nikdy!") Tviréi vliv na mé méli A
Kuznécov (pak jsem nejednou pobyval v jeho staromladeneckém byteCku v obci
Podmoskovije), L. Kricheli a J. Gordian. Bohata osobni pratelstvi pfinesla své ovoce: stal jsem
se tim, ¢im jsern dnes.

Z Zeskych klasikd jsem v riznou dobu upfednostiioval rizné skladatele. Jeden Cas jsem byl u

vytrieni z virtuozity M. Havla, ostrovtipu Dobruského a Pospisila. Nyni ocefiuji fantazii a
pointy F. Matouska.
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Bohata Ceska zkuSenost mi po r. 1988 dovolila snadno se pfizplsobit ostatnim  Zanrtim.
Skiadani geskych uloh umozituje ziskat virtudzni techniku a ja bych praci s nimi doporucoval
vsem zacmajlum skiadatelim. Pouze cvicenim typd hudebnich skupin se pak ukaze obracena

“pavuéina". Ceska tiloha je dzez, existuje podatek (mat) a co je pak, to Cech - improvizator
netusi.

I
The Author

1 was born on 13th April 1964 in Shatki, Nizhegorodskaya oblast. In 1987 1 graduated from
the chemical engineering faculty of Nizhegorodsky Technical University. 1 have worked as a
chemical engineer, an ecologist and as a journalist.

[ published my first problem in 1979. As of 9.5.2000, 1 have 932 published problems and
studies, 317 of them honoured, including 100 prizes. In 1991 1 won the Russian
Championship for moremovers and also took 3rd place for threemovers. In the same year [
won the three- and moremove championship of Russia for composers under the age of 30. 1
have not competed in individual championships since then. In 1999 [ also became a Russian
champion in a team sense as a member of the Sverdlovsk oblast team. Thus, I have fulfilled
the national master norm three times, but so far have not received the title for reasons 1 do not
understand.

I am the author of "Chess composition in Gorky” (1989) and of numerous articles and
lectures, including ones on the problems of the Bohemian school.

In 1985-90 I edited the chess column in the newspaper "Gorkovskaya pravda”, in 1992-93 in
"Week-end” (Chelyabinsk), and in 1993 in the newspaper "Delo” (Nizhny Novgorod). In
1992-93 T worked as deputy editor of the magazine “/ntellektualnye igry”. which contained a
large composition section.

7 of my problems are in the FIDE-Albums 1986-91.

I
About Composition and Me

I was born and grew up in the small town of Shatki (population only 10 300) in the southern
part of Nizhegorodskaya oblast. famous for its medicinal mud-baths, mineral water - of which
the only comparable example is in France, and also for karst collapses. Do you remember the
legend of the city of Kitezh, which disappeared into the ground to be replaced by the lake
Svetloyar? This refers to the south of Nizhegorodskaya oblast and I am sure that it is 99%
true, for in 1995 a whole passenger train nearly disappeared into the ground following a karst
collapse, a tragedy being miraculously avoided.

Qur region is also notable for the proximity of Arzamas-16, which has the same significance
for Russia as Los Alamos does for the USA. Here Academician Lev Khariton, who created
the USSR's "nuclear shield", worked.

Shatki was equally famous because the Leningrad schoolgirl Tanya Savicheva was buried
here during the Second World War. She became a symbol of the crimes of Hitlerite nazism
against humanity, like her comrade in Beigrade, who died during the barbaric NATO
bombing of small, defenceless Yugoslavia, which did not wish io dance to the tune of the
American "Radio Liberty". The diarics of Tanya Savicheva were among the accusatory
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documents in the famous Nuremburg Tral, and they were read out in public by USSR
general procurator Rudenko.

There is some pretty countryside around Shatki. The chronicler Nestor wrote about them in
the 13th century: “Fertile and rich is our land". Going mushroom-picking in the woods, about
30-40 minutes walk from Shatki, you might easily meet an elk; at night wild boar roam about
small settlements in the region, and there's no need to mention such smaller fry as hares and
foxes. 1 would dearly love to see the the astonishment on the face of some Englishman as |
kick the mushrooms growing in the meadow in front of our house...

[ learnt chess at the age of 7 thanks to my father. At that time 1 received my first chess set as a
present. Subsequently I would battle over the board with him, with neighbours, at school. At
the age of 13 | learned that some “old-timers” played chess in the regional House of Culture.
An impudent youngster turned up there and demanded that he be included in the tournament
(it was the regional championship), the "old-timers" laughed, but agreed. In the event, the
“Fischer from Shatki" lost his first game. The "old-timers" laughed again, but then they
stopped - and they included some candidate masters (at that time chess titles had not yet been
devaiued) Having gathered a collection of "scalps”, | became regional champion at the age of
13. But there my career as a practical player came to an end, as there was no means for a
player in the provinces to improve, and there was practically no contact with big cities, not
even with Nizhny Novgorod. Through inertia I played in a few more tournaments, and
reached 1st Category in correspondence events.

From boredom 1 glanced at the composition column in the newspaper “Gorkovskaya pravda”,
which was then edited by Konstantin Arkadevich Gavrilov, and began to compete in problem
and study solving competitions. At the same time [ solved in the composition section of
“Shakhmaty v SSSR", edited by Anatoly Kuznetsov, admittedly only for myself - I was a bit
frightened of sending solutions to Moscow!

Early tn 1979 I came across diagram A. For three nights 1 struggled to find the keymove
1.Rg2!!! The spring is coiled to the maximum, and the Black King 1s surprised by shots from
a muffled rifle in the variations: Threat 2.Qg8+ Kd7 3.Rg7#, 1...Kd5 2.Qe8! Kxc4 3.Rgd#
and 1...Kf5 2.Qc8+ Ked 3.Rgdé#.

The stunned youth, impatiently waiting for the solutions and reading in them something about
mode! mates, immediately started rummaging in the nearest library, where he dug out all the
chess literature containing references to problems. After this, quite unexpectedly, impromptu
during a lesson, without a board, I composed no. 1 of the present collection in my head. 1 took
my courage in both hands and sent the problem to "Shakhmaty v SSSR" where it was
published in no. 9 for 1979. An. Kuznetsov only changed a White Pawn h3 for a Black one on
g4. "An excellent debut!” was the verdict of readers, but tourney judge A. P. Grin said in his
award that its content was not of interest, although I myself consider it ore of my best !
Aleksandr Pavlovich, who usually supported beginners with enthuasiasm, did not like my
problems. . The maximum I could expect frem Grin as a judge was a commend.

It must be said that Aleksandr Pavlovich was a quite distinct personality. For example, I never
saw him in a gloomy mood. He was pensive, frequently breaking into an unforced childish
smile (hence the meaning of his pseudonym Grin - "to smile, baring one's teeth”). At the same

19



time, the youthful enthusiasm and energy was combined in him with an extreme intolerance
of the opinions of others, with all the consequences that ensued. For example, it was said (I
would not be in the least surprised if it were true!), that in his 70s the professor had young
lovers, while he considered that prizeworthy Bohemian problems could only be composed by
Grin, and Fomichev - not. However, this did not prevent normal relations between us, for
"shortcomings are an extension of our qualities”.

So, my first teacher was K. A. Gavrilov. He adopted a judicious standpoint: without giving
his own opinion, he gave beginner composers the freedom to learn themselves, despite the
lack of literature (in the former USSR, an edition of 100 000 copies sold out in weeks!), but
he carefully evaluated and tested every composition that he received. This policy gave good
results: "Gorkovskaya pravda” produced, apart from me, the well-known study composers
Vasily Kozyrev and Nikolai Ryabinin. Certainly enough to merit the award of the title
"Honoured Trainer of the Russian Federation"! Alas, this is not the practice in chess
composition. B is a memorial to my first teacher: 1.R{6 g5 2.Rf4 gxf4 3.Ba3 3 4.Bd6#.
I...gxf6 2.Bh6! (2.Bd2? f5! - White is in zugzwang) f5 3.Bd2! (now Black is in Zugzwang) f4
4.Bel#. At first this was a very clumsy #8, concluding as per the first variation. K. A
Gavrilov found a cook involving the second variation. I combined them in one. Konstantin
Arkadevich with his characteristic modesty declined co-authorship.

At first 1 was a fairly lazy composer, producing only 3-4-5 problems and studies per year.
1984 was a watershed year, when I went to the festival of composers and solvers at Odessa. |
saw with my own eyes how interesting a thing composition is - it's a sort of specia! interest
club, and not just bare diagrams with solutions. The very surpames over the diagrams turned
into real people, indeed composition proved to be rich in personalities. Thus, Dmitry Banny
improvised beautifully on the piano, Vladimir Erokhin got sunburnt on the beach with a bottle
of cheap fortified wine (incidentally the composers proved to be keen drinkers, including
Yours Truly), Valentin Rudenko turned out to be a general constructor of unmanned orbiting
stations, while Mikhail Gromov was deputy to the then KGB President Chebrikov {one need
hardly say that our table in the restaurant was served first!).

There were some funny situations too. Suffice to say that 1 was mistaken for Aleksandr
Kuzovkov. In fact, facially we looked quite similar.

But the most important benefit of Odessa was getting to know people. There 1 became
acquainted with Vasily Kozyrev, whom 1 knew only through the "Gorkovskaya pravda”
column, and that through the principle "a fish recognizes another fish from afar". While my
wife and | were waiting at the reception to be given a room, we were approached by a 6-foot
giant (just such grenadiers were the dream of the Prussian king Frederick the Great, and it was
they who crushed his army at Gross Jigersdorf and Kunnersdorfl), who in a loud voice,
betraying a man from the Volga a mile off, asked "You're not from Gorky, are you?". This
was the start of our friendship. Then, in 1984, over a bottle of wine, Vasily and 1 had the idea
- T can't now remember who first put it into words - of writing a book about chess composition
in Gorky. Work started straight away, completed successfully in 1989. In 1985 in a seaside
bar occured my first meeting with Gena Kozyura, where 1 started showing him, but he
finished off, a 3-move miniature. it turned out that we had both duplicated a classical
miniature by Z. Mach! Since then a warm personal and creative friendship has bound us. It
was funny when at the 1986 festival all three giants - Kozyrev, Gromov, Kozyura - sal
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together, while An. Kuznetsov over a glass of vodka, looking at them from Liliputian height,
announced that a king might walk down the Deribasovskaya (this is the central street in
Odessa with the famous pub "Gambrinus") together with such fellows! Of course it is difficult
to describe all the unforgettable encounters at Odessa, that topic deserves a large book of its
own. Odessa made such a strong impression on me, that I started to compose insatiably
(incidentally, 1 heard in Odessa the phrase "Composition - drink less vodka, one can give up
vodka, but composition never!"). An. Kuznetsov influenced me as a composer (subsequently [
visited him several times in his small batchelor flat outside Moscow), and so did J. Krikheli
and Yu. Gordian. Rich personal contact had its fruits; I became what I am now.

Amongst the Bohemian classics 1 had different favourites at different times. At one stage 1
was enraptured by the virtuosity of M. Havel, the ingenuity of Dobrusky - Pospisil. Now 1
admire the imagination and pointedness of F. Matousek.

Rich experience of the Bohemians after 1988 allowed me to adapt easily to other genres.
Composing Bohemian problems allows one to acquire a virtuoso technique and I would
recommend all beginners to work on them. After them, the reversive "spider's web" will seem
no more than an exercise in musical scales. The Bohemian problem is jazz, there's a
beginning (the mate) and after that the Bohemian-improviser knows not what. And don't
worry about running into anticipations. Rumours that the Bohemian mine is about to be
exhausted are over-exaggerated - just read my article "The Bohemian school in our times"
(Shukhmaty v SSSR, 1987). For, as it says in the Bible, "seek and ye shall find, knock and it
shalt be opened unto you!™.

I
The Structure of Magic

Mircslav Havel once admitted that the most difficult thing for him was writing comments on
Bohemian problems in awards (thus all the works in this collection are given without them).
And indeed, one needs to solve them, to look at them on the board or on the diagram.

Many theoreticians have tried to explain the phenomenon of the Bohemian problem, trying to
break it up into constituent parts, but achieving little. Let us try to look at it from the point of
view of NLP (neuro-linguistic programming), created by John Grinder and Richard Bendler.

Thus, neuro is the brain, the consumer of chess information. Linguo is language - not English,
not Russian, not Czech and so on, but the language of chess, 64 squares and 32 men. The aim
of chess is mate. Having been mated after the fashion 1.e4 e5 2.Bcd Sc6 3.Qf3 d6 4.Qxf7#,
we look at the board in horror. The effect is shattering...

In October 1999, problemists of the Urals met in Ekaterinburg, at the flat of A. Ivunin. On the
wall hung a small landscape by the local problemist and artist M. Kormiltsev. Seemingly
nothing special: a forest, a road leading to a cottage, done in rather spare colours. That was
the first impression. After a while - there's something in it, and then it is very difficult to take
your eyes off the painting - 4.Qxf7#!!

Have you ever looked at the sea? Or at the sky? For a good long time... Of course you have.
Sooner or later the contemplation of images gives you cramp, or the shivers go up your spine,
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or something of the sort. You have fallen into a condition of trance under the hypnotic effect
of a visual image. More precisely, we are talking ABOUT A MOMENTARY TRANCE, as
my friend and director of the Russian general representation of concern "Polisan”, Rimma
Arduanova, accurately noted. Once and that's it. Pleasure is imparted and straight away
disappears, 4.Qx{7#!!

Same thing with Bohemian problems. THEY HAVE A HYPNOTIC EFFECT on the
observer. Each mate, each variation, like a wave of the sea, leads us into the condition of
MOMENTARY TRANCE. Here there should be few actors involved - the Black King +
White units. Human beings can absorb simultaneously 7+- 2 units of information. An octet is
8 plus the Black King ! And one can understand how the miniature (7 units) and malyutka (5
units) came about. Merediths ought to start from 10 pieces, not 12. However, the ways of
history are unforgiving ... 4.Qxf7#!!

Thus the composition of Bohemian problems is a special construct of hypnotic images. People
are 60 percent visual - taking in information by sight, 30 percent - kinesthetic (sensual
absorption), 10 percent audial (principally by hearing). But to be a success at chess, the
kinesthetics and the audials must visualize. Thus, Bohemtian problems are guaranteed success

It is sufficient to explain to someone what a model mate (trance image) is, plus various minor
formal conditions, which enable the trance to be attained. One cannot view reversive #2
themes in terms of a specific chess image, therefore they are not in principle capable of
inducing a temporary hypnotic trance. They contain too many generalised formalities. You
need a sheet of paper and logic of an elementary order te clarify the essence of reversiveness
3.Qf3!? Sf6!

Incidentally, why do Bohemian problems only contain 3 variations as a rule 7 NLP also
provides the answer: 1 variation - zombie system, 2 variations - conflict situation, 3 variations
- means the freedom of the senses, the freedom of choice for the senses!

Furthermore, with the aid of a simple handwriting test, one can determine the inclination of a
beginner-problemist towards one style or another (obviously, one is talking about a preferred
problem genre), using ENIC-style (ENIC = energy-information communication), developed
by the Soviet military-industrial complex (ENIC-style was used to put together the staffs of
atomic submarines, strategic bombers and space ships). Here, all humans are split into 4 basic
types with corresponding metaphors, facial type, manner of dress, speech: the intuitives
(metaphor - magic), logicians (metaphor - science), sensualists (metaphor - religion).
emotionalists (metaphor - art). Thus the most appropriate people to compose Bohemian
problems are the intuitives, they are magicians. A. P. Grin was a magician. So am [
Logicians, as the anthithesis of magicians, have good inclinations towards the Bohemian
school, but achieve greatest success in conjunction with intuitives. An example is the logician
Yury Gordian, who for many years has composed with magicians Kozyura and myself.
Granted, anyone is capable of falling into a trance, but with a limited degree of depth. People
with shallow trance do not give honours to Bohemian problems in tourneys. 1 pity them. But
they could make their life richer, just by working a little with a psychologist, but also by
solving and simply looking at Bohemian problems. As an instance, study just one page, no
more than 9 (7+-2) problems. You'll get satisfaction. 1 will help you here. 4.Qxf7#!!
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v
The Bohemian Problem in our Days
(from Shakhmaty v SSSR, March 1987)

Many people now relegate the BOHEMIAN PROBLEM to the category of "dying genre".
Seemingly because of the exhaustion of model mate positions and their combinations. ..

In this connection, let's do a little calculation. Suppose there are only 50 model mate
positions. Then the number of combinations of 3 and 4 mates out of 50, that is, the quantity of
problems of such a type that are in principle possible totals 19 600 (3 mates) and for 4 mates -
230 300! If one assumes the number of Bohemian problems already published to be 100 000
(too high?), then the reserves of Bohemian "minerals” should last at least for a century! Of
course, these calculations are crude, but it is worth mentioning as well that 1. Mikan in his
caid index classified not 50, but about 100 modet mates.

Most likely, the slight stagnation of the Bohemian problem is the fault of demography. At the
end of the 19th - start of the 20th century, whole generations of composers worked in this
style. including such giants as Z. Mach, M. Havel, E. Palkoska, L. Knotek and others. Now
the number of purely Bohemian problemists is much less, and the "Last of the Mohicans"
have either left the stage (I. Mikan, V. Pachman, J. Grande) or have reached a "critical age"
(V. Miltner in Czechoslovakia, A. Fossum in Scandinavia...). The young guard is scarcely to
be seen, even in Czechoslovakia, the "alma mater" of the model mate.

The undoubted crisis is made worse by incomplete information about the legacy of masters of
the past. In these days of the "information boom", it appears essential to create a priceless
computer file of Bohemian problems and make it available. The very lack of information
leads to general non-objective judging practice in relation to Bohemian problems. Judges
often fear plagiarism and for this reason relegate them further from the "promised land" of
prizes.

C. After a good key 1.BeS!, waiting, - 1..Ked 2.Qd7! KeS 3.Qf5#, 1..Ke5 2.Qf7! Ked
3.Qf5#, and two more model mates after 1...Kg5 2.Qf7! Kh4/Kxhé 3.Be7/Be3#. An unique
"malyutka” deserving at least a special award, but judge V. Karpov didn't "risk it"
Undoubtedly the problem of originality is one of the sore points of the Bohemian problem.

D. LRgo!, threat 2.Qgd+! Kxg4 3.Rxfd#, 1..Bg2 2.Bg3+! Kxg3 3.Qxfd# and 1...Se5
2.Qxf4+! gxf4 3.Bg3#, with 3 pin mates. This "three-stringed instrument" has since been
played by: J. Berkovec, st Prize, Prager Presse, 1927, Yu. Belyakin & A. Kopnin, 3rd Hon
Mention, 7rud, 1950, Ya. Vladimirov, 4-5th Prizes, A. Grin 70th Jubilee Tourney 1983. ..

Let's also have a look at the 70th Jubilee Tourney of A. Kalinin (readers are referred to
Budletin of the Central Chess Club of the USSR 1984 no.25). st (1) Prize to V. Zinoviev for a
banal mechanism with 3-fold Queen sacrifice. Firstly, it is unoriginal in itself, secondly the
same composer {presumably accidentally?!) had a year ecarlier published the following
problem: 5th Commend (clearly a more appropriate ranking!), Chervony Girnik, 1983:
Ka2,Qe6,Bd7.Bd8,5a6,5b3 - Kc4,Bc6,5d5,8e3, pawns bd,c3,e2,e4 3. 1.Bc8. There are more
antictpations: 4th Prize P. Yankovich by V. Melnichenko, Ist-2nd Hon Mention,
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Ceskoslovensky sach, 1962; Special Prize, V. Udartsev - by A. Galitsky, 1st-2nd Prize
Shashechnitsa, 1891 - what's more the copies are worse than the originals!

Let's look at E in particular. The solution starts with a thunderbolt, doesn't it. 1.fxe7 gS
2.Qf7+ Qg6 3.Shf6#, 1..Qxcd 2.Shf6+ Kg5 3.hd4# and 1..Kgd 2.Qd3 Qxd3/KhS
3.Sgf6/Qf3#. Laboured, ugly...in my opinion, more deserving of the anti-Hon Mention once
awarded by the Englishman Rice!

Surely solvers can't like something like this? The abandonment of precise aesthetic principles
to dictionary abracadabra, "the hyacinths of Pegasus" in Valery Bryusov's phrase, led to the
tourney's failure with regard to Bohemian problems.

ENOUGH of criticism. What is the road forward for the Bohemian problem?

Here the twomover genuinely is a dying genre. Something of interest is only possible in
combination with modern ideas. In F, after 1.Rf4!, 2 Qxe3,Qxg5 and Sgé6# are threatened.
1..Kxf4/Bxf4/gxfd 2.Qh2/Qal/Qg7# with 3 long-distance echoed model mates, with
Karlstrom-Fleck mechanism.

Seemingly. threemovers are as promising as ever - both orthodox ones, and also in
combination with modern themes. Nor is the threemove miniature dead!

G. 1.Qg5, waiting. 1...f1Q 2.8f2+! Kxf2 3.Qg3#, 1..f1S 2.Qd5+ Kgl 3.Se2# and 1..KfI
2.Se3+ Kel 3.QaS#, with unexpected queen switchback. I think the great composers of the
past would put their names to this!

Nonetheless, the center of gravity in the Bohemian problem has swung towards the
moremover. A whole series of splendid problems of this type has been published in recent
times by Soviet problemists V. Rudenko, F. Davidenko, V. Gebelt, A Begdzhanov, V
Lizunov.

In the last years of his life Vladimir Pachman of Czechostovakia put much effort into finding
new possibilities. To him belongs the idea of rejecting a third mate in favour of perfection of
form and introduction of echo-play motifs.

H. LRel (a lovely move), waiting. 1...5¢6 2.Qe6+ Kxe4 3.Rxe2+ Be3 4.Rgd# and 1...BxeS
2.Rg5+ Kf4 3.Qxe5+ Ke3 4.Rg3# An "aristocratic" problem with chameleon echo pinning of
the Black bishops.

I. No good is 1.Bc3+ Ke5 2.S{8? Kf4!. Correct is 1.Bc3+ KeS 2.Bgl! and Black is forced te
block f4 - 2...Bf4 3.Bd4+ Kd6 4.Bc5+ KeS 5.S[8! B- 6.Sg6#. There is a try, forming an exact
echo with the solution: 1.Bb6? Ba3 2.Ba7 Bc7 3. Be5+ KeS 4.Bd4+ Kd6 5.Sg7! B- 6.5e8% but
Black can play 1..Ra7!

To conclude, about neomodern tendencies - several phases, changed mates and so on. It must
be said that such problems are few, technically they are very complicated.
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J. Try 1.Bc8? threat 2.Qb4+ KxdS 3.Se7#, 1. Sd6+ 2.Sxd6+ Kxd5 3.e4# and 1..Rdl
2.5xg3+ Kxd5 3.Be6# but 1..Rxf5! Key 1.Ba6! (threat) L..Rxf5 2.Bd3+ KxdS 3.ed#,
1.. Kxd5 2.Qb7+ Kc5 3.Qb5#. 1...Sd6+ 2.Sxd6+ Kxd5 3.Bcd# and 1...RdlI 2.Sxg3+ KxdS
3.e4#. The composer has discarded the requirement that, by the rules, 2 White pawn must
participate in all mates. A thoughtful approach and reasoned breaking of this formal self-
restriction should lead to many good problems.

The construction of changed mates, clearly, can most simply be achieved by symmetrical
combination of play in fairly simple mechanisms. Here in my opinion is an instructive
example. K. L.Bb7! Look at the following problem, currently the record-holder!

L. Try play 1.Qg37 threat 2.Qd6+ Kcd 3 .QcS#, 1..BeS 2.Qb3+ Kd4 3.Qd3#, 1..Kc4 2.Qd3+
Kb4 3.Qb3#. 1.. Kd4 2.Qd3+ KeS 3.Qd6# and 1...Bd4 2 Bb3+ Ked 3.Sd6# but 1. Keb! Key
1.Bg6! threat 2.QcS+ Ke6 3.Qd6#, 1...BeS 2.Bf7+ Ked 3.Sc5#, 1...Ke6 2.Qf5+ Ke7 3.Qf7#,
1..KeS 2.Q15+ Kd4 3.Qc5#%, 1...Bd4 2.Qf7+ KeS 3.Qf5#, plus the variation 1...Kc4 2.Qc5+
Kb3 3.8¢2#, explaining the symmetry-asymmetry. Comparing this with K, one can easily see
how close Mazel was to success

So, we have a 5-5 task, on the agenda is 6-6 changes, which maybe is in the near future. The
foundations have been laid.

And one last remark. Strictly, it is not accurate to put an equals sign: Bohemian School =
model mates. For the sake of overall beauty, which is the principle rule of the Bohemian
problem, its adherents have at times sacrificed the modelness of their mates! One comes
across Bohemian problems with non-model, but elegant echo mates (for example 33 by J.
Gentner and M. Havel in E. Umnov's book “The chess problem in the 20th century”, 1966). It
is a pity that that style has now been forgotten...

TO SUMMARIZE - the Bohemian problem is alive and will continue to delight us!
