COPENHAGEN - The Danish
prime minister's media com-
mittee has submitted its rec-
ommendations for changes in
existing media legislation.

A majority are in favour of
allowing networking of news
on local radio.

The committee also recom-
mends that pubcaster Dan -
marks Radio get a fourth
national channel despite bids
from others who want to break
DR's monopoly on national
broadcasting.

In addition, it proposes that
DR and the commercial public
channel TV2 become corpora-
tions, allowing them to enter
joint ventures and acquire
external programming.

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Authority Investigates
OK's Change In Format

HAMBURG - EHR/dance OK
Radio's format change to a soft
ACE -oriented station has
erupted into a head -to -head
clash with the Hamburg
media authority HAM.

The authority is currently
conducting an investigation
into the changes to see if they
violate state media laws. If
they do, the new -look OK
Magic-launched on July 31-
risks losing its licence.

The move to a soft ACE for-
mat has also caused the
authority to reassess the posi-
tioning of NRJ-backed new-
comer Energy Hamhurg.

HAM PR director Lothar
Jene says the authority is con-
cerned that OK Magic may not
fulfil the licence demands

made on the former OK Radio.
"We are concerned that

these changes may affect the
amount of information includ-
ed in the station's pro-
grammes," he explains. "Com-
mercial broadcasters are
obliged to dedicate at least
10% of their programme time
to broadcasting general infor-
mation."

He adds, "If OK Magic does
not comply with this regula-
tion it could lose its licence."

The HAM investigation was
initially triggered off by a mis-
take in the paperwork. Broad-
casters are required to seek
permission for significant pro-
gramme changes from HAM,
but in OK Magic's case the
authority did not hear of the
changes from the station itself.

Frequency Auctions
Days Before 'Deadline'

STOCKHOLM - Fourteen com-
mercial radio frequencies
are to be auctioned three
days before the Swedish
parliament looks set to out-
law the process.

The auctions, which will
bring the number of local
commercial radio frequen-
cies to 93, are likely to be
the last of their kind and
are to be held on November
20.

Politicians from the rul-
ing Social Democratic Party

object to the system of auc-
tions in which the amount
of money paid for the fre-
quency is the most impor-
tant criteria. They want
programme quality and
local content to play a role.

Last November, the
Swedish parliament moved
to stop the process of auc-
tions. A majority backed the
move but opposition Conser-
vative and Liberal parties
said radio legislation
involved the issue of free-
dom of speech.

RFI Reforms To React To
A Changing World

PARIS - The French interna-
tional radio service RFI is
undergoing a process of grad-
ual reform to enable it to com-
pete with the BBC World Ser-
vice and Deutsche Welle.

RFI president Andre Lar-
quie says international radio
services have had to drastical-
ly rethink their policies follow-
ing the collapse of the Berlin
Wall and the end of the Cold
War.

To meet the demands of
this changing world, RFI is
shaking off its image as the
"voice of France" and wants
instead to be recognised for its
news programming, which has
a strong French flavour but is
presented through interna-
tional eyes, says Larquie. In
doing so, the service hopes to
drastically increase its world-

wide reach.
The reform was master-

minded by Michel Meyer, the
new scheduling director
appointed earlier this year by
Larquie. Meyer has strength-
ened RFI's news content and
expanded the number of lan-
guages.

"We have to be aggressive,"
says Meyer. "We must not
leave the BBC with a monop-
oly on professionalism and
credibility."

The service is traditionally
strong in Africa, for historic
reasons, but it has expanded
its coverage into other regions
with emphasis on Asia and
Latin America. In addition,
RFI feeds more than 700 radio
stations throughout the world
with news bulletins, magazine
programmes and music shows
and is present in some cities
directly through local stations.

Radio FFH's New Equipment

Duo Brings
Dance Success
To Europe

MADRID - Europe is about to be
hit by a dance music smash
that has taken the US, Canada
and Mexico by storm.

Until six months ago, Span-
ish veteran duo Los Del Rio
had gone unnoticed outside of
Spain, despite its single
Macarena and 26th album A
Mi Me Gusta selling more than
300.000 units, according to
BMG Spain.

However in March, Mexican
discotheques started playing a
remix of Macarena crafted by
the Bayside Boys, and the sin-
gle swept northwards through
the US Latino markets and
into Canada.

By mid -September, the
English -language remix had
sold some 150.000 units in the
US, where it reached number
42 in Billboard's Hot 100 Sin-
gles chart. A maxi -single with
four versions of Macarena has
sold more than 130.000 units
in Mexico.

RCA, through BMG, is
releasing Macarena in most
European territories in late
September/October. Madrid -
based BMG/Ariola export man-
ager Laly Garcia says the label
hopes the dance single will
become a pan-European disco
craze until at least Christmas.

Broadcasting Watchdog Issues
Three Fines Against MTV

LONDON - MTV Europe has
been fined a total of £60.000
(app. US$95.000) by the UK
government's broadcasting
"watchdog", the Independent
Television Commission (ITC).

The largest of the three
separate fines, £30.000, was
levied for broadcasting high-
lights from "MTV's Most
Wanted" which included what
the ITC called "smutty banter
about under -age sex" before
the UK's 21:00 family viewing
watershed.

A second fine of £15.000

UK pounds was set for "Safe
And Sexy," a programme
including items on sado-
masochism and anal sex,
broadcast immediately after
the watershed. MTV bills the
show as an "exposé of sex atti-
tudes throughout the conti-
nent [..] probing the darkest
parts of Europe's sexual psy-
che."

The third fine, also for
£15.000, was for broadcasting
a Pepe Jeans advertisement
which the ITC believed might
condone the theft and wreck-
ing of a car and a teenage sui-
cide pact.

The Commission also high-
lighted four previous interven-
tions as well as censuring
MW for incidents portraying
violence against women.

MTV Europe senior vice
president of communications
Iain Renwick expresses the
company's outrage at the fines.
MTV is being unfairly treated
by the ITC as a gesture of the
Commission's attempts to con-
trol satellite and cable televi-
sion, he asserts.

MTV Europe has 28 days to
pay the fines, although it has
the right to seek a judicial
review.

A total of 20.000
dance fanatics are expected to
attend this year's "experience",
compared to the 23.000 pre-
sent last year. Hitradio Veroni-
ca will broadcast live from the
event.

PR Program 1 Tops
Warsaw Ratings
Public station PR Program 1
remains the leading radio sta-

BBC Info Announces
Plans To Shut Down
by Emmanuel Legrand

PARIS - The local radio market
in France will soon witness the
demise of BBC Info, one of its
major suppliers of news and
music programming.

The move will leave AFP
Audio, a service run by press
agency AFP, as one of the only
suppliers servicing local sta-
tions.

BBC Info was founded in
1992 as a "bank of pro-
grammes." The decision to
cease its operations in France
at the end of the year is anoth-
er blow in a market already
short of suppliers.

However, Radio France
International has announced
plans to enter the marketplace,
while NRJ is to create a news
agency to supply its outlets
with news, which will be also
available to other stations.

The main reason behind the
closure of BBC Info is a lack of
revenue. To break-even, BBC

Info needs annual revenues of
around Ffr5 million (app.
US$950.000), while actual rev-
enue has not exceeded Ffr3
million. In addition, the BBC's
World Service recently intro-
duced a cost-cutting plan
which has made it even more
difficult for Info to continue
operating with losses. It took
10 years for AFP Audio, which
has over 110 clients, to break
even.

A recent study by broad-
casting authority the CSA
highlights the precarious eco-
nomic state of local stations,
which rely on programme sup-
pliers to feed them with
national and international
news, as well as musical pro-
gramming for off-peak hours.

To replace BBC Info, RFI-
which has an FM frequency in
Paris-is planning to launch a
bank of programmes to supply
local stations with news and
music. RFI could be joined in
this project by Radio France.

The station has the same
formula as the company's soft
ACE cable service-an unin-
terrupted flow of soft pop
music, primarily aimed at
women between 20-49 years -
old.

In July, Sky Radio won its
year -long battle with the
Dutch government to get a ter-
restrial frequency. Director
Ton Lathouwers says that the
station would have not been
able to continue to compete in
the commercial marketplace
without the FM licence.

He hopes the FM service
will double Sky's current
standing in the ratings table
from 6% to 12%, which would
make it the number one com-
mercial Dutch radio station.

WMW Focuses On Radio's Role
In Promoting World Music
by Marc Maes

BRUSSELS - World music on
radio is to come under the
spotlight at a special confer-
ence timed to coincide with
this year's WOMEX in Brus-
sels.

The European Broadcast-
ing Union's World Music
Workshop (WMW) groups
together some 70 program-
mers and producers of world
music shows and its confer-
ence this year is planned for
October 17-18.

WMW chairman Zjakki
Willems, producer with BRTN's
Radio 1, says it was an easy
decision to schedule the two
events close to each other.

"First of all, as most of the
WMW members attend
WOMEX conferences, it saves
an extra journey. Secondly, it
is very handy for the WMW
itself as it will be able to con-
centrate on radio -related top-
icsbefore [when the two
events were held at different
times] we also had to set up
concerts, events with music
companies and so on. This
year, WOMEX will provide
that part of the event."

In addition, Willems adds,
the WMW will undoubtedly
draw more radio professionals
to WOMEX, scheduled for
October 19-22.

The first day of this year's
WMW will focus on how to pro-

mote world music to radio net-
works; whether radio should
produce records to support
world music; the feasibility of
setting up a World Music
Trans -European Top 10 and
how listeners can be helped to
track records played on world
music radio programmes.

The WMW meeting will be
concluded by a "Statement
from the World Music Work-
shop," issued by the associa-
tion and listing the various
viewpoints and topics dealt
with during the seminar.

National Music In The Fast Lane
While borders in Europe are slowly disappearing
and free exchange of music is growing, a counter
movement can be seen-the increased appreciation
of domestic music. In a market like the Netherlands,
nationally produced music has reached no less than
24%, the highest share since the early '80s. Is the
renewed popularity of homegrown music an endur-
ing trend or a passing fad? And does the recent
explosion of media outlets in the Netherlands have
anything to do with it? Machgiel Bakker reports.

0 VER the last three
years, the Dutch record
industry has managed
to produce a stable con-
tingent of new national

MOR superstars who have created
an environment in which a host of
other acts have suddenly come to
the surface. The new brigade is
spearheaded by Rene Froger
(Dino), Marco Borsato (Polydor),
Paul de Leeuw (Sony) and Ruth
Jacott (Dino) with odd sales phe-
nomena like Andre Rieu (Mer-
cury) and the Smurfs (EMI).

In its wake has come a bucket -
load of typical Dutch novelty songs
from the likes of Hollenboer (cur-
rently number 1 in Holland),
Gompie (with the pan-European
hit Who The * Is Alice), De Sjon-
nies, Ome Henk, Guus
Meeuwis and countless others.
Combine this with the continued
success of veteran artists like Rob
de Nijs, Andre Hazes (both
EMI), BZN, de Dijk (Mercury),
Piet Veerman (Arcade) and Koos
Alberts (CNR) and add to this
Holland's proven forte in produc-
ing commercial dance music, and
the figure of 24% becomes under-
standable.

In an analysis of the sales fig-
ures one should, however, make a
distinction between the Dutch
pop/MOR/rock variants and that
typical Dutch form of music for
which no one has yet found a prop-
er name-what Germans call
"schlager." This sort of local lan-
guage MOR music, with singers
like Corry Konings, Marianne
Weber and Koos Alberts, has
always been popular with Dutch
audiences although often ignored
by the media.

Now with the liberalisation of
the airwaves and the consequent
appearance of new, formatted
radio formats, Dutch national
music is enjoying unprecedented
popularity.

Regional Radio Support
The current wave of Dutch MOR
music is finding its best support at
regional outlets such as Radio Rijn-
mond, Radio Drenthe and Radio

Oost as well as at the fast growing,
commercial station Radio Noordzee
Nationaal (RNN).

The latter station is singled out
by most record company executives
as playing an increasingly impor-
tant role in the development of
home-grown music.

"They have been the main insti-
gator of this trend," says Poly -
Gram Holland CEO/president
Theo Roos, who also acts as VP
artist development for PolyGram
Continental Europe. "They have
shown that there's a big audience
out there that likes to hear nation-
al music."

He continues, "What we are
witnessing now was inconceivable
a few years ago. But as a sub -cul-
ture it has existed much longer.
Only now is Dutch national music
entering the mainstream."

Biggest Slices Of Pie
Through its two operating compa-
nies Mercury and Polydor, Poly -
Gram has been involved with two
of the most striking sales phenom-
ena of 1994-Andre Rieu and
Marco Borsato (see box for details).
Their success has helped the com-
pany to become market leader in
the field of national productions,
an honour shared with CNR
Music. Both companies claim a
share of close to 30% of the domes-
tic market, followed by either
Dino/BMG or EMI Music.

CNR Music is probably the com-
pany with the largest and most
successful national roster in Hol-
land. Acquired by Arcade in Janu-
ary 1992, it now operates under
the Arcade Music Company flag,
and can boast such domestic stal-
warts as Benny Neyman, Koos
Alberts, Gordon, Piet Veerman,
comedians Andre van Duin and
Youp van 't Hek and, through
HEM, Holland's own "Tex-Mex"
band, Rowwen Heze.

The company has just achieved
a gold record (50.000 units sold)
with the album Storm Na De Stilte
by Bert Heerink, the former
singer of Vandenberg, whose
Dutch -language interpretations of
classic rock songs has been given

quite a boost via various Heineken
beer commercials. In addition, it
produces many Euro-dance hits
from the likes of Doop, Atlantic
Ocean, 2 Brothers On The 4th
Floor and Twenty 4 Seven. The
company's current best bet for a
pan-European crossover is former
Polydor-signing Lois Lane whose
new album Fireflight has been
released throughout the mainland.

"It's part of our philosophy,"
says Leon ten Hengel, GM of
CNR Music, "to have a broad ros-
ter, ranging from children's reper-
toire and cabaret to pop, rock and
dance." Some 80% of what the com-
pany produces is national music
with the remainder being foreign
licenses (i.e. Mute).

Ten Hengel welcomes the
increased competitiveness in the
Dutch radio scene. "The program-
ming is becoming better and more
focused which makes it easier for
us to reach our target audiences. In
particular, the position of regional
broadcasters is becoming stronger,
and often they are ahead of [pub -
caster] Radio 3 in what they pick
up and support."

The process of radio narrow-
casting is a dual pleasure for
Maarten Steinkamp, general
manager of BMG Entertainment
Holland. "It's great for the promo-
tion department," he says, "but it
does put more demands on your
media buying which tends to
become less precise."

But programming by target
audience does have its advantages,
believes Steinkamp, who poihts to
commercial dance -formatted Radio
538, which recently expandyi its
strict cable base by acquiring addi-
tional AM frequencies. "Since they
have had their frequencies [our]
dance product fares much better."

Steinkamp sees the important
role of the regional channels but
notes, "They attract listeners
whose primary need is not to buy
records but to get information and
news. Records often start at the

regionals but true hits are born
when they are picked up by Radio
3."

National music has always been
the main pillar of EMI Music Hol-
land's business. The company is
home to artists like Rob de Nijs
(Holland's Cliff Richard), Andre
Hazes and Robert Long, who
have all enjoyed substantial sales
success during their respective
careers. EMI's roster include De
Smurfs (a concept that has been
successfully applied to the German
and French markets), Hans
Dulfer, jazz singer Denise Jan-
nah (signed to Blue Note in the
US), alternative rock band Claw
Boys Claw, veteran guitarist Jan
Akkerman and a host of Dutch -
language artists. It also exploits
signings to its Belgian sub-
sidiary-Clouseau (currently
number 1 in Holland with the
album Passie), Soulsister, Bart
Peeters and Dirk Blanchard.

"The regionals were always pio-
neers in their support for national
music," says Michael Peterson,
EMI's A&R manager. "But now
their audience figures are better
too. We take advantage of that and
do specific mailings to pubs and
cafés. For instance, there's a local
pub in the heart of Amsterdam
[Broodje Mokum] that we often use
to test new signings."

Indies Set Trends
BMG is currently rebuilding its
own artist roster but has a stake in
the Dutch MOR scene through
deals with independents such as
Dino (with whom BMG formed a
joint -venture), Van Records (an
independent specialising in Dutch
pop and rock), Ala Bianca (home
of the successful Euro-act T -
Spoon) and Bunny. Its biggest
ace is saxophonist and band leader
Candy Dulfer whose new album
Big Girl (a play on words after her
father Hans Dulfer's latest EMI -

Marco Borsato (Polydor)
After recording three Italian -lan-
guage albums and scoring a few
modest hits, Marco Borsato's career
took a decisive turn when he decided
to start recording in the Dutch lan-
guage.

Dromen Zijn Bedrog-a Dutch -
language adaptation of a Ricardo
Fogli song-topped the Dutch
Mega Top 50 chart for 13 weeks in
1994, beating by two weeks the
previously longest -running num-
ber 1 in Holland, Bryan Adams'
(Everything I Do) I Do It For You.

It spent a total of 34 weeks in
the chart and sales have amounted to 250.000 units, making it the
best-selling single ever in the Netherlands. The song is taken from his
second album Marco which sold 350.000 copies. His latest album Als
Geen Ander has just been released.
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Dutch Dance Spirals Upward
A new pride in home-grown music in Holland
becomes clear with one look at the sales and radio
charts which reflect a strengthening and expand-
ing Dutch talent base. Dutch dance music has con-
quored a respected position both on the home front
and internationally.

H
OLLAND'S house and
techno artists, such as
Patrick Prins and
Speedy J, are steady
contributors to the

world pool of internationally known
classic club tracks on the under-
ground scene. Concurrently, the
urban dance vibe is on the rise, par-
ticularly acid jazz and R&B.
Increased media attention, the recent
founding of an Amsterdam -based
dance radio station, and a strong
presence on the Internet confirm the
ascendancy of Dutch dance music.

Circa 1988 house and
techno arrived from Chica-
go and Detroit and sparked
a creative dance wave no
one had foreseen. Compo-
nents of these styles have
been developed, commer-
cialised and transformed
into today's pop music.
Holland's pop -dance suc-
cesses are clear with past
breakthroughs by 2
Unlimited, Twenty 4
Seven and Doop. As the
mood across mainstream
Europe moves from Euro-
house to happy vibe hard-
core, a few Dutch artists
are playing a central role.
Charly Lownoise & Mental Theo,
who are celebrating sales in Germany
of 300.000 copies of their single Won-
derful Days, are currently at number 2
on the Dutch Top 40 and Top 50
charts with their third happy rave
number Stars (Master Maximum/
Polydor). A close number 4 is DJ Paul
Elstak, the godfather of gabber, with
his second successful happy gabber
single Rainbow To The Sky (Rotter-
dam Records).

Meanwhile, 2 Brothers On The
4th Floor, who scored internationally
last year with a string of Eurodance

Speedy J
(Jupiton I Play It Again Sam)

hits, is storming the Dutch charts
with their melodious spin on Euro
happy hardbeat, Come Take My Hand
(Lowland/CNR) entering at number
18 on the Top 40. Humorous hardcore
act Hocus Pocus' crossover gabber
track Here's Johnny (CNR) spent six
weeks at number 1 in Australia and
recently went platinum with sales
exceeding 70.000 units.

Pushing The Limits

While the aforementioned house and
techno is being commercialised by
some, others choose to let these sounds
thrive and progress on the Dutch

underground. Now that dance is in the
mainstream, the underground is left to
go about its business and push the
dance limits even further.

The international underground
dance network, which is fast, far
reaching and not easy to impress, has
welcomed much Dutch talent. House -
tracks like The Ethics' La Luna and
WARP 9's Whammer Slammer
brought an abundance of attention to
producer Patrick Prins and his
Movin' Melodies production company.
New releases from Eating Habits and
Castle Trancelott demonstrate his

Quazar
(Jupiton I Play It Again Sam)

ability to easily maneuver from house
to trance, and remixes for Felix, Sis-
ter Bliss and Sister Sledge show his
mixing skills. Prins was voted Best
Dutch Producer of 1994 at Update
Magazine's Dutch Dance Awards.
Leery of being "overhyped," He is cau-
tious with his productions and how
they are released and promoted.

Techno's Stronghold

Techno also has a stronghold in Hol-
land. Speedy J, Quazar and Trance
Induction have all gained interna-
tional underground respect for their
strong techno-based productions. Not
coincidentally, they are all released via
in -the -know indie Jupiton/Play It
Again Sam, which distributes labels
such as XL, Warp, R&S, and Tresor.
Label manager Marcel Mertens says,
"We're known for doing so-called diffi-
cult music, but we also handle The
Prodigy and Jam & Spoon." Speedy
J and Quazar have their own labels,
Beam Me Up and Seven Stars,
respectively, while Trance Induction is
signed to Jupiton sublabel Prime.
"Dutch artists are just as important to
us as international artists," he asserts,
"They're competitive on an interna-
tional level." Each of these artists have
full-length albums out.

Electronic Moods

Further on the indie scene, Eevo
Lute Muzique is an electronic music
label headed by Stefan Robbers, a
producer who releases records on
DJAX-Up-Beats under the monikers
Terrace and Acid Junkies. On Eevo
Lute moody electronica, sound jour-
neys and musical expressions are
given a platform. The Agenda 21 and
Agenda 22 compilations reveal a slew
of Dutch talent including 2000 &
One, Wladimir M. and IVIAX404, the
last of whom just released the full-
length CD Love & Mathematics.

Dutch Jazz Crossover
Rounding out the Dutch dance scene
are acid jazz and R&B. CNR/Arcade
Music has shown its commitment to
Holland's young acid jazz movement
by establishing Hard To Get
Records, a sublabel for the cream of
the Dutch jazz crossover talent. Bart
Vingerhoets, label and A&R manager

Patrick Prins
(Movin' Melodies)

for CNR dance labels remarks, "people
don't want to hear house all the time.
There is a, demand for funk, jazz and
soul in Holland. We're dedicated and
believe that in time these styles will
break through." Topping the roster are
Hit The Boom! and the Saxual
Harassment Band each with a new
album. While Hit The Boom! takes its
cues from Young Disciples and
Incognito with melodic songs, soulful
vocals and a positive funky vibe, Saxu-
al Harassment leans toward heavy
beats, funky rhythms, rugged raps and
serious sax. Motown America tipped
its hat to Dutch R&B talent recently
when they signed Rotterdam -based act
Ke Shaw. Final mixes are being com-
pleted in New York, and the first
release from these five vocalists is
expected in January.

Radio's Boosts Dance

All this action on the dance front has
not gone unnoticed by Dutch radio. As
radio becomes more willing to play
club music, the line between commer-
cial and underground begins to blur.

On September 2, national pop station
Radio 3 began weekly broadcasts from
midnight to 06:00 from a popular
Amsterdam night club called Chem-
istry. Organised by Pieter Hoovers
(Outland) and featuring top DJs Dim-
itri and Marcello, this Saturday
night house experience gives musical
insight into Dutch and international
club music. August 1 marked the
start date for Holland's all dance
urban contemporary format cable
radio station, NEW Dance Radio.
Reportedly reaching 1.9 million
homes, NEW Dance has its sights set
on the entire country. Jan Lochten-
berg, director of NEW is enthusiastic,
"Young people like to decide for them-
selves and know at a much younger
age what they want these days.
Almost every kid likes dance....Look
at the charts!"

Listeners can hear The Good
Men, Jaydee or Eric Nouhan, but
no Twenty 4 Seven or 2 Brothers
here. Nightly, the club jocks get their
turn. "Dance music has gone so com-
mercial that the underground is even
more important now," according to
Lochtenberg. Fridays and Saturdays,
NEW broadcasts live from two Ams-
terdam hot spots, The RoXy and Sin-
ners In Heaven.

Andre Rieu (Mercury)
One of the strangest sales phenomena in
Holland during the past year has been
conductor/violinist Andr6 Rieu. Originally
targeted to sell 25.000 copies, Rieu's
album Strauss & Co has reached the
730.000 mark since its release more than
a year ago, the highest number ever
achieved for a national artist.

The album managed to strike a chord
with mainstream audiences with its
straightforward versions of happy
waltzes from the likes of Johann

Strauss, Robert Stolz, Anton Karas, Franz Lehar and Shostakovich.
But it was the latter's The Second Waltz that started it all.

Last year, Willem Duis, one of Holland's most seasoned and
respected DJs, played The Second Waltz on his Sunday morning pro-
gramme in a version by the Concertgebouw Orchestra. Rieu, who was
in the studio recording the Strauss & Co album, liked it and decided
to record his own version. It was taped the next day, played on Duis'
show the following Sunday and released the Monday after. The inclu-
sion of that single changed Mercury's expectations of the album and
targets were set at 50.000.

From then on, everything accelerated, says Mercury MD Jan Cor-
duwener. "We were lucky to find a spot for him in a major TV show
["De Staatsloterij Show"]. TV turned out to be a key element in his
success. Everyone likes him-he's the 'ideal son-in-law' type. He's also
very cooperative, which makes our job so much easier."

Corduwener expects he spent some Dfl 1 million (app. US$625.000)
on marketing, advertising and TV commercials, with the highlight
being the one minute of airtime the company bought during the break
of the Ajax -Bayern Munich football game in which Rieu performed for
the whole country, making a lasting impact.

Meanwhile, the Germans too have fallen for the charm of the Maas-
tricht -born musician. Released on Polydor, the home of fellow instru-
mentalist James Last, the company booked Rieu on various TV
shows, including Linda de Mol's "Traumhochzeit" on RTL and ZDF's
"Immer Wieder Sonntags" and "Festival der Chore." The NDR has
taped another show with the artist for broadcast on December 3. Cur-
rent German sales amount to 80.000, a figure that is expected to rise
following the TV broadcast. Releases are also expected for the UK and
US markets.

A new album for the Dutch market will be out in early October
called Wiener Melange and will be premiered during the Dutch TV
show "Grand Gala du Disc."

album Big Boy) will be out in most
of Europe by October 23, with the
UK to follow on November 6.

Henry Lessing, general man-
ager at independent Ala Bianca,
and fresh from signing a sales/dis-
tribution deal with BMG, believes
that the success of Rieu, Borsato
and the likes have changed the cli-
mate in a positive way. "Other
artists have clearly profited from
their success. Reactions from the
media have also changed for the
better. A lot of people are commit-
ting themselves strongly to nation-
al music. The increased quality of
production and songwriting has
also helped in this respect."

A company that specialises in
typical Dutch repertoire is Bunny
Records which is currently enjoy-
ing a number 1 hit with the novelty
dialect song Busje Komt Zo by
farmer duo Hollenboer. As is often
the case with this type of product,
a regional broadcaster played an
important role in signalling the
trend. "Radio Oost tipped me off,"
says Bunny MD Rudo de Raaff. "I
work very closely with the regional
channels. Of course [pubcaster]
Radio 3 is also important but more
as a follow-up; they don't initiate."

Other product released by the
independents include popular
MOR singer Gerard Joling, car-
nival act De Deurzakkers,
Bertus Steigerpap, veteran
Dutch singers De Havenzangers
and cabaret artist Tineke
Schouten.

De Raaff pays tribute to the
important role RNN plays. "It is
growing very quickly. And
although it doesn't yet make hits,
I'm sure that will happen within a
year."

A lot of today's novelty songs
are born at bars, personnel and
student parties and find their way
through regional distribution out-
lets. A good example is the Her-
mes House Band, a student
band, whose rather clumsy version
of the classic I Will Survive
became a favourite song in student
circles last year. After national
pubcaster Radio 3 picked it up, the
song caught the imagination of the
mainstream audience.

Not surprisingly, independent
companies often pick up on and set
trends while majors hook up short-
ly after. I Will Survive was
released on the tiny Xplo imprint,
picked up by CNR for distribution.
Another hit for that company was
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Rene Froger (Dino)
Amsterdam -born singer Rene Froger
is one of Holland's most endurable
MOR pop singers of the last 10 years.
He learned the ropes at his father's
pub and gradually worked his way up
in Dutch show business. His career
reached a climax last year with 10
consecutive sold -out nights at Rotter-
dam's 11.000 -seater Ahoy -a first in
Dutch history. This was followed by
performances at the 50.000 -seat Kuip
in Rotterdam.

Froger's forte is his ability to
build a solid rapport with his audi-

ence and his appeal across a wide age spectrum. His material is care-
fully chosen AC and MOR material, co -produced by manager John
van Katwijk, who has been associated with the singer since 1988.

Froger has been a consistent seller with his last four albums. The
compilation Sweet Hellos And Sad Goodbyes has sold more than
375.000 copies while Walls Of Emotion has sold close to 225.000
copies. His latest Live In Concert is approaching the 150.000 mark.
Froger's current single You've Got A Friend -featuring Marco Borsato
and Ruth Jacott and recorded during one of the singer's live concerts
at the Kuip-has just been awarded gold status (50.000 copies sold).

Guus Meeuwis & Vagant with
the number one hit single Het Is
Nacht. Many of these acts are one -
hit wonders, just producing
enough sales for the majors to take
notice.

The Dureco company is cur-
rently undergoing a radical
facelift, since the arrival of new
general manager Arthur Praet.
Under his direction, Dureco has
just launched a series of new
labels, each of which targeted at a
specific corner of the market
(Music & Media, May 27). Nation-
al repertoire will be issued on the
Zaika label, the first batch includ-
ing ace R&B guitarist and song-

writer Arthur Ebeling, Limburg -
dialect singer/songwriter Ge
Reinders, alternative band MAM
and long-time Belgian singer
Rocco Granata. "Our label aims
to present the best singer/song-
writers from a wide variety of
styles," says Praet.

According to Dureco A&R/inter-
national exploitation manager
Rob Ebbers, the company has
been associated with the Smurfs
and other trivial Dutch -language
talent for far too long. "There's
nothing wrong if people think of us
as being the people behind MC
Miker G & DJ Sven (Holiday
Rap), Hepie & Hepie or the

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Smurfs, but the range of styles we
currently present is much wider
than that. Zaika presents a com-
pletely different Dureco as do our
other new labels such as Blue
Funk (Defunkt, Gotcha!), Blue
Print and Main Room [catering
to dance and club music]."

Through the Zaika label, Praet
intends to benefit from the re-
newed media interest in the Dutch
and Belgian music scene. "Con-
sumers have become a bit weary
with product from the UK or US.
There are now many more promo-
tion possibilities, putting demands
on the way a record company has
to do its promotion, which is
becoming much more specialised."

Home -Grown Poses
Threat?
Danny Friedrichs, EMI Benelux'
director international exploitation,
believes the renewed interest in
national music is at the expense of
international music. "It seems that
foreign pop music in general is los-
ing some of its former impact.
Although the Dutch press contin-
ues to be very focused on any new
band from the UK or the US, their
sales often end up being meager
compared to the sale of national
music."

"Clearer radio formats are
born," continues EMI's Peterson.

"You know where you have to go
with your product and can make
your promotion so much more tar-
geted."

Mercury MD Jan Corduwen-
er is sceptical about the existence
of a new Dutch music wave. "The
average consumer does not buy
music because it's Dutch but
because he/she likes a particular
song. The current popularity of
home-grown music is due to a few
'excesses,' like Rieu, Borsato, De
Leeuw, Froger-all very gifted
artists with good, commercial
product. But they do not necessari-
ly boost sales of other artists. For
instance Indigo, one of our sign-
ings, did not profit from this so-
called wave."

Corduwener, a record company
veteran, attaches great value to
having a domestic roster. "It was
always more than 20% of our
turnover," he says, "and at the
moment it's even 35%."

The Mercury roster ranges from
national -language rock band De
Dijk which sold 110.000 copies of
their latest album De Blauwe
Schuit; Laura Fygi whose brand
of soft pop/jazz sells well on the
US and Japanese markets; MOR
institution BZN which managed to
sell a combined 5.5 million sound
carriers in its 20 -year career with
the company; and the much publi-
cised Andre Rieu.

The Continent Finally Recognises Tunesmith Morrissey
by Robbert Tilli

LONDON - Parallel to the development
of Paul Weller and Edwyn Collins,
another British songwriter Morrissey
finally seems to be getting the
recognition on the European mainland
that he deserved years ago.
Unfortunately, their respective
previous bands-the Jam (Style
Council), Orange Juice and the
legendary Smiths were no more than
interesting "footnotes" to European
chart history. But now Morrissey has
begun his second life as a solo artist on
a new label RCA (after years with
EMI) and a radio hit, Dagenham Dave.
Better late than never, the unexpected
connection with continental radio has
been made.

After his option with EMI expired,
Morrissey's game plan was to approach
the label with the historical "RCA
Victor" logo as printed on the records of
his favourites-Elvis and Bowie. All the
writing for the new album Southpaw
Grammar had already been done before
Mike McCormack, head of A&R at
RCA UK signed him.

Anna Broughton, international
marketing manager at BMG (Europe),
attributes the sudden European
response to "the fact that it's his best
album so far. Also, it really helps that
it's a label debut and not his fourth
album for the same company. So he's
dealt with a beginner's enthusiasm

instead of routine. That's the case for
all the BMG companies. Morrissey is a
big fish for us, and we hope people will
catch him live on stage when he
supports David Bowie on his UK
stadium tour. That event will be used

as a platform to release his next single
The Boy Racer. Media and label execs
will be flown in to witness the
performances."

Broughton praises Morrissey for his
enthusiastic and personal input in the
promotion. "He doesn't exactly have a
big reputation for doing so. In fact it's
all very new to him. He has already
paid promotional visits to France and
other territories are already pencilled
in his schedule. Eventually he will tour
Europe early next year."

In Holland the staff at BMG Ariola
jumped on the "indie" pop song
Dagenham Dave "like pitbulls," as
promotions manager Sabine Broseid
puts it. "Instantly we felt 'this is a
classic.' Because of the restructuring of
BMG by genre and no longer by label,
our radio plugger had more space and
time to work it. Morrissey is
categorised as an artist for our new
SLAM department, which stands for
'Some Lovely Alternative Music.' He's
the first to reap the fruits of the new
setup."

Purchase of the single in Holland
automatically means the expansion of
the client's wardrobe with another T-
shirt. Gerard Kamer, who doubles as
music producer at Radio 3/Hilversum
and as retailer, thinks the music itself
is the best merchandise. "All those
extra marketing gimmicks put the
original fan base off immensely.
Sometime after the official release,
these days most albums get new
editions with bonus tracks or CDs. By
that time the fans already have it. Now
it happens to a single while the album

is already filed at home. Buying the
same item twice is a drag. In the days
of punk fans but not beginners got the
extras with the limited edition first
pressings.

"What really matters is that it's the
first Morrissey single with a much
broader appeal than usual. One starts
wondering whether he'll finally get a
hit, although that's never our vantage
point when we programme a certain
track. This is simply a very good single,
much better than the rest of the album
which unfavorably features two over
10 -minute tracks (The Teachers Are
Afraid Of The Pupils and Southpaw)
plus a badly outdated drum solo (on
The Operation), which is unheard of
since the heyday of Iron Butterfly."

Radio Lac/Geneva head of music
Jacky Sanders hears the "crossover"
capability too. "Normally you receive,
let's say, 10 very similar songs. This
Morrissey single has a harmony which
is very different from the standard
material. For a singer like him it's
extra hard to make it to continental
playlists, as he neither belongs to the
group of confirmed nor new talents,
traditionally the most interesting for a
radio programmer. He's only a
'comeback artist,' in which case you've
got to come up with something that's
really something. Well, that's exactly
what he has done. It has an interesting
effect on radio."

Spain's Heroes Del Silencio Are Loud And Clear Again
by Robbert Tilli

MADRID - The "sound of silence" is quite
big once more with Heroes Del
Silencio on the loose again. First week
out and already in Music & Media's
Border Breakers chart (at number 23),
fervent "stadium -size, flag -and -
fireworks -included" rocker Iberia
Sumergida proves to fulfill a truly
existing demand for this music going
beyond usual record company hype.
Don't say you don't understand
Spanish, because passionate
alternative rock is "Esperanto" by
nature. The new, fourth album
Avalancha is an EMI international
priority. Europe awaits the inevitable
avalanche of Iberian rock.

EMI Music marketing manager
European product Claire King claims
shipment figures for the album of
200.000 copies in Europe and Mexico
combined. "They are the premier
Spanish band singing in Spanish," she
remarks. "But when you see them live,
it all makes sense. For me they're the
best live band I've seen in 20 years in
this business. That's basically how the
band was broken in Germany. People
see them and buy their latest album
and often the catalogue too. We've
already got festivals confirmed for next
summer. They're an 'on the road band'
and a priority for us through to at least
mid 1996."

King expects a number 1 chart entry
in Spain "or in the worst case at

number 2" and Top 30 in Germany. The
Border Breakers chart entry is mainly
due to the support from Italy-of course
a fellow "Latin -language" country-but
surprisingly also from Poland where
hardly anybody will understand the
lyrics. One obvious reason for the
Polish sympathy for a Spanish band is
Pomaton's aggressive distribution of
EMI product, but another is a more
genuine musical fondness and dates
back to 1992's anthemic single Entre
Dos Tierras.

Radio "S"/Poznan head of music
Piotr Niewiarowski shines a light on
the great Polish radio acceptance.
"They happen to be popular with
programmers here. It's simply the best
single they've put out since Entre Dos
Tierras, full stop. It's on our A -list,
which means four times a day. Who
cares about the language if the music is
so good? Sometimes we like to play
songs in languages other than Polish or
English. Nobody understands a word of
it when Celine Dion sings in French,
but it's good so we play it. We don't
know how much we miss out on good
music from Spain. As a matter of fact
we only know about Julio Iglesias and
the Heroes, but there must be a whole
lot in between those musical extremes."

Head further south on the European
map and the support for the Heroes
becomes more logical. Marco
Garavelli, head of music at Rock
FM/Milan, points at a similar history
the band has built up with the station.

"Basically it's a continuing story which
started with Entre Dos Tierras," he
expresses. "For us Italians' the Spanish
language sounds quite familiar, so it's
easy to relate to them. Musically the
new single shows the band's great
musical evolution. A concert here in a
1.000 -seater venue was sold out in no
time, which underlines their popularity.

Besides it's a really handsome band
too-with long hair, tattoos and all
that. The girls go crazy!"

Even further is the band's establish-
ment in Germany where it has a sales
base of 100.000 copies for each new
album. It is too early to spot any radio
reaction on the single as yet, but EMI
Electrola radio coordinator Nicole
Leikert is busy setting up the airplay
campaign. "The second and third album
Senderos De Traicion and El Espiritu

Del Vino made quite an impact in
Germany, which we would like to
continue. A five-day compact radio tour
including live acoustic appearances has
already been finished. Naturally the
key stations were all included, but we
didn't skip the smaller local stations
either. When we were planning the tour
you could spot a true anticipation for

the CD among radio
programmers, as
everybody wanted to book
the band for their station.
They want to be there
where the action is."

To underline the
band's mega status in
Germany, 12 days of the
total 54 -concert tour from
September 25 to
December 20 will take
place in Germany. "But all
of Europe is important for
us," declares EMI -Odeon
international exploitation
manager Borja

Aguirreche, "and after that we'll try to
conquer America. And not only Latin -
America, but also the US."

Having commissioned the pro-
duction job to American Bob Ezrin (of
Pink Floyd, Peter Gabriel and Alice
Cooper -fame) is at least one foot in the
door to the US. But then Heroes Del
Silencio have always been inter-
nationally -minded, as Roxy Music's
Phil Manzanera produced the
previous two albums.

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Traffic News On Radio
News on the latest traffic jams may not be a DJ's
idea of glamorous radio, but traffic news is vitally
important for many listeners, especially in urban and
built up areas. So much so that a range of services
have sprung up to cater for stations' traffic news.
Jonathan Heasman and Marc Maes take a look at the
situation in the UK and Belgium.

M
ark Flanagan, MD at
Fox FM/Oxford,
believes that after
music, traffic news is
one of the most impor-
tant reasons for listen-
ers to tune in to a par-

ticular station.
"We do travel bulletins every 10 min-

utes on our breakfast show, using infor-
mation from the AA Roadwatch and
from our own helicopter 'The Flying
Fox.' Oxford has particular traffic prob-
lems with a very badly congested ring
road, so traffic news is a very important
part of our service."

"Traffic and weather
services are perceived by
advertisers as being
important to listeners.
Whether that is actually
true or not, doesn't really
matter,"

At Birmingham -based BBC Radio
West Midlands, managing editor Peter
Davies thinks the importance of traffic
news is often exaggerated in the radio
industry, "After all, research shows that
most people listen in their homes rather
than their cars."

However, he admits that in big met-
ropolitan areas like the West Midlands,
with its extensive motorway network,
traffic is an important part of the radio
station's public service provision.

Before taking up his current position
at Fox FM, Mark Flanagan was MD of
a small station in Aylesbury, Mix 96. He
argues that even in more rural areas
traffic news can still be a major selling
point for a station, "Providing really
local travel news is one way a small sta-
tion can develop a niche and stand out
from larger regional stations which are
playing a similar type of music."

Flanagan also thinks that weather
news can sometimes be undervalued by
stations. "It's further down the list of
listener's priorities compared to travel,
but it's still very important. A lot of sta-
tions take a broadly based regional fore-
cast and don't pay enough attention to
getting more accurate local forecasts."

In the commercial sector, Flanagan
recognises that both travel and weather
reports have an added importance by

acting as a magnet for sponsorship.
"Traffic and weather services are per-
ceived by advertisers as being impor-
tant to listeners. Whether that is actual-
ly true or not, it doesn't really
matter-we are working in a business
where the perception is the reality."

Meanwhile, at Belgian pubcaster the
BRTN, head of the traffic news desk
Rene Gijsenberg sees traffic as a "very
important service to our audience.

"We were the first in Flanders to
include traffic information 17 years
ago." And although the station has no
obligation to cover traffic problems, it
works closely with the local and nation-
al police and traffic assistance organisa-
tions to provide as good a service as pos-
sible. "We are continuously looking for
ways of improving the service," he adds.
"As we have no separate traffic channel,
we have to do our best to include the

information between our normal pro-
grammes."

In May this year the BRTN signed a
deal with traffic assistance organization
Wegenhulp, whose Touring Mobilis pro-
ject collects, collates and edits reports
from Belgian drivers and passes them
on to BRTN and private network Bel
RTL.

"Initially we received a small num-
ber of calls, some of them incorrect,"
says Gijsenbergs. "But now we have
some 3.000 regular or occasional callers,
each with their individual computer
codes. The system is checked regularly
and has become a reliable network."

In heavily -congested Antwerp
BRTN's Radio 2 has made an extra
effort to add more traffic staff to its cen-
tral police road centre.

"Antwerp is situated at a crossroads
of motorways, so traffic information is
particularly important," says head of
Radio 2 Paul de Meulder. "We air traffic
news for the greater Antwerp region
between 06:00-08:00 and 17:00-18:00."

Former Radio Contact net VRM has
also recognised the need for traffic
news, and has hired a former state
police agent and sent him out into the
city with a car and transmission equip-
ment to keep an eye on traffic develop-
ments.

Tips For Traffic And Weather
UK radio consultant and head of UK
Radio Development Mike Powell
believes weather forecasts and traffic
bulletins can be made more digestible
and can help keep listeners tuned in if
they are broken up.

"Rather than reading the details out
in one long bulletin at the top of the
hour, it's better to keep listeners
hooked by, say, giving the current con-
ditions and then teasing the fact that
you will give the three-day outlook in
10 minutes time."

This hook can help the station
achieve its "quarter hour maintenance"
which (in the UK) is necessary for
(Rajar) audience research.

Concise four or five -word weather
summaries can also be effective, he
says. "The Americans do it effortless-
ly," he notes. "Particularly at breakfast
and drivetime, the DJ will give a one -
line weather summary and the current
temperature every time he ID's the
station name and frequency."

As far as traffic news is concerned,
Powell is a big fan of the airborne
approach. "The criticism of these ser-
vices is that they only relay informa-
tion which is fed up from the ground.
Of course that is true to a certain
extent, but these service can also home
in on specific trouble spots.

"The main advantage, though, is
the glitz they can add to a programme.
Radio is primarily theatre, and heli-
copter spots sound great."

He cautions, though, against the
temptations of lengthy hand-overs
between the ground -based DJs and the
airbourne traffic reporter.

"I have a loathing for this kind of
broadcasting incest. It slows every-
thing down. We have an obsession in
the UK with thanking presenters for
everything they do, when they're just
doing their job. I think that DJs should
get straight in and out of the traffic
news, whether it be airborne or from a
studio."

Traffic news presentation should
also avoid gimmicks and be dissemi-
nated in a straightforward manner, he
says. "People take traffic news very
seriously; they need to be able to
understand clearly what is being
reported."

Other ways of making traffic news
more interesting include involving lis-
teners by creating a jambusters club,
through which they can phone in traf-
fic news using their mobile phones.

"Listeners really appreciate it when
a station makes that extra little bit of
effort.

"A few years ago, when I was MD at
County Sound [Guildford] we had a
really major set of roadworks on the
A31 at the Hogs Back", recalls Powell.
"Every morning at 06:30 we would put
an ID-ed radio car up there to report
on the tailbacks, which was highly visi-
ble to the motorists stuck in the
queues. The response was fantastic."

Traffic Services In The UK
There are five professional traffic
news services operating in the LIX
using a variety of systems. Here is
an overview:

 AA Roadwatch
Europe's biggest road traffic infor-
mation service (established in 1973)
is offered free by the UK's largest
motoring organization, the Auto-
mobile Association. Stations can
receive voiced reports live from
one of Roadwatch's 10 regional
broadcast centres, or scripted bul-
letins for their own presenters to
read. Information is gathered from
the police, car -callers (a Jam -
busters Club operates) and AA
breakdown patrols. The service is
free (excluding the costs of faxes or
ISDN lines) provided the AA is
given on -air credit. Alternatively
an advertising 'contra -deal' can be
arranged. Clients include: Virgin
Radio, Classic FM, Talk Radio UK,
Capital Radio, London News Radio,
most BBC local radio stations and
many local commercial stations.
 ITN Travel News
Launching early October, this is a
new joint venture between ITN
(the well-known television and 
radio news provider) and Traffic
Master, which produces in -car traf-
fic information devices. The service
will be studio -based and will com-
pile reports using Traffic Master's
electronic traffic monitoring tech-
nology. This includes sensors
which can measure the speed of
traffic on 'A' roads and motorways,
and electronic devices which can
calculate up-to-the-minute journey
times for popular routes.
IN Metro Networks
Re -launched in April, Metro Net-
works specialises in providing an
airborne service to its client sta-
tions. The service is free, financed
by 10 -second advertisements which
run during Metro's traffic reports
(although alternative methods of
finance are also available). On air,
Metro's service can be named how-
ever client stations wish Metro also
provides an "on the ground" studio -
based reporter for each station in
addition to their airborne presen-
ters. Clients include: the GWR
Group, the EMAP Radio Group,
East Anglian Radio, Heart
106.2/London, County Sound Radio/
Guildford.
 North East Travel Network
(NETN)
A local service launched in March
this year. NETN, founded by local
broadcaster Les Gunn, provides
client stations with a 24 -hour ser-
vice of "ready to read" faxes. Infor-
mation is obtained from the police
and exclusive local contacts. NET -
Ns philosophy is to provide sta-
tions with reports of major acci-
dents and incidents as soon as they
happen. Clients include: Metro
FM/Newcastle, Great North Radio,
TFM/Teesside, Sun City 103.4/Sun-
derland, plus various local newspa-
pers and text services.
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Weighing Ratings Measurements
After having examined the methodology behind two
US ratings surveys (Music & Media, August 26), in
this second article on ratings services Kurt Hanson
discusses the different types of audience estimates
that can be calculated.

 RESEARCH
There are four primary ways to describe
a radio station's audience size that can be
determined by a ratings study:
 Weekly Cume
 Daily Cume
 Core Listeners
 Average Quarter -Hour Persons

Of the two main US ratings systems,
for the purpose of comparison, I shall call
one System A and the other System B.
System A estimates are expressed pri-
marily in terms of Weekly Cume and
Average Quarter -Hour Persons, whereas
System B estimates are expressed pri-
marily in terms of Weekly Cume and
Core Listeners, with particular emphasis
on the latter.
What the four statistics mean:
Weekly Cume is an estimate of how
many different people listen to a specific
radio station (or to a specific daypart like
its morning show) over the course of the
average week. As long as an individual
listens for at least five minutes over the
course of the week, that person counts
toward this number. For comparative
purposes vis-a-vis the statistics described
below, a radio station like Z100 in New
York might have a weekly cume of two
million people.
Daily Cume is an estimate of how many
different people listen during the average
24 -hour day. Logically, the number
couldn't possibly be larger than the sta-
tion's weekly cume, as these people are a
subset of the station's weekly cume. Z100
might have an average daily cume of 1.4
million people.
Core Listeners is an estimate of the
number of people for whom a given sta-
tion is their primary radio station-the
one they listen to most. It's a new ratings
concept introduced in 1992, based on
studies of consumer behaviour in the US,
that have established that most radio lis-
teners spend the vast majority of their
listening time (75-95%) with only one
station. Z100 has about 800.000 Core
Listeners-i.e. about 40% of its Weekly
Cume.
Average Quarter -Hour Persons (also
known as "AQH" or "Average Audience"
or "Average Persons") is an estimate of
how many people are listening to a radio
station at an average moment (either for
the full week or within a specific day -

part). This number is much smaller than
a station's weekly cume or even its Core
Listeners. At the average moment in the
week, Z100 might have an AQH of
150.000.

The Most Useful Measure?
The "Core Listener" statistic would pri-
marily be a useful ratings measure only
in countries where format radio is firmly
established. It assumes that most radio
stations have consistent formats 24
hours a day (although it still works well
when stations' morning shows are sigmf
icantly different than the rest of their
day's programmes).

The disadvantage of the
"Core Listener" statistic is that it
doesn't get at the specific size of
your audience during a special
programme-for example, if you
switch to a different type of
music from 14:00 to 15:00 every
day. The "Average Quarter Hour
Persons" statistic is theoretically
capable of measuring the audi-
ence size for a specific pro-
gramme on a specific day. The
problem is that it is very difficult
for a ratings firm to produce.
The firm has to get consumers to
describe their radio listening
behaviour in great detail-
minute-by-minute for as much
as a full week of listening. (This
can be accomplished by filling
out a diary for a week or in a
long telephone or personal inter-
view.)

The problem with this "Aver-
age Quarter Hour Persons"
approach is that many con-
sumers won't participate in this
process! If your format's listen-
ers are more uncooperative than
another format's listeners, you'll
be penalized by the survey
process.

What's "Cume Share?'
In many European countries,
the primary measure of audience
size appears to be Weekly Cume
-or, in some cases, "Cume
Share"-a term that's confusing
to me.

In terms of the phraseology
I'm familiar with, "Cume Share"
is an oxymoron. "Share" implies
a set of non -duplicating percent-
ages that add up to 100%. For
example, I might split up a cher-
ry pie by giving 50% of it to
Cindy, 30% of it to Bob, and 20%
of it to Adam, in which case,
Adam would have a 20.0 share of
the pie. By definition, "shares"
must add up to 100%. This con-

cept of "share" doesn't work in terms of
Weekly Cume, as it's possible that 80%
of young people in a certain province lis-
ten to Fun and 80% listen to NRJ, as
long as some people are listening to both
stations. (Perhaps the term "cume share"
is simply an error in translation,
though.)

Weekly Cume Suboptimal
In any case, using "Weekly Cume" as the
primary ratings statistic in your country
isn't a good long-term strategy for radio.

The advantage is that it's useful if
you're selling against newspapers, as
Weekly Cume will show the largest pos-
sible audience for each radio station.
(Weekly Cume is analogous to newspa-
per circulation figures, which count a
person as a reader even if they only
spend one minute reading the sports
page.) Counting someone as a listener if
they only listen for five minutes a week
certainly gets the audience size num-
bers as large as possible. (In some coun-
tries, extending the time frame even
further, into "Monthly Cume," adds tens

of thousands of additional people!)
If you work for a good radio station,

using "Weekly Cume" as your primary
measurement statistic will put you at a
long -run disadvantage in relation to
your competitors, because badly -pro-
grammed radio stations can have week-
ly cumes just as large as yours. (All it
takes is marketing! Poor radio stations
can get five minutes a week of listening
as easily as good stations.) I've seen situ-
ations in which two radio stations had
equally large weekly cumes, but one will
have three or four times as many Core
Listeners-which means that at the
average moment they probably also have
about three or four times as many listen-
ers, and thus three or four times as much
effectiveness for advertisers.

If you're the radio station that's well -
programmed and has three or four times
as many listeners, you're much better off
if "Average Audience" or "Core Listen-
ers" is the key ratings statistic in your
country. It's also a much more valid com-
parative measure of advertising effec-
tiveness.

A
S predicted, Mariah
Carey's Fantasy
(Columbia) climbs up 17
notches to number 5 in
this week's Eurochart

Hot 100 Singles. Carey is present
in an extra eight national charts
this week, adding up to a total ros-
ter of 12 countries. She currently
holds three top 10 positions-Den-
mark (5), Finland (2) and the UK
(5)-and is climbing up the charts
in Ireland (18) and Holland (14).
The record only loses strength in
Norway, dropping seven places. In
addition, Fantasy-the lead-off sin-
gle from her new album Day-
dreamer-charts in Austria (27),
Belgium (30), France (58), Ger-
many (42), Italy (14) and Sweden
(16).

Another newcomer in the top 10
is Simply Red with Fairground
(East West) charting in Austria
(17), Germany (20), Ireland (3),
Holland (34) and the UK (1). The
single-Simply Red's first release
for nearly three years-is the first
track from the band's fifth album
Life (release date October 9) and
its second Eurochart top 10 hit fol-
lowing 1989's If You Don't Know
Me By Now. Two of the previous
four albums reached the pole posi-
tion of the Top 100; A New Flame
in 1989 and five -times platinum
album Stars in 1991 (the latter
charted in the Eurochart from
1991 until 1994).

In its second week on the chart

AC/DC-with its double A -sided
single Hard As A Rock / Caught
With You (Atco)-wins the Sales
Breaker Award. Positioned just
outside the top 10 at 11, the Rick
Rubin -produced record charts in
Denmark (25), Finland (1), France
(26), Germany (48), Ireland (28),
Norway (4), Sweden (22) and the
UK (10). The group has had three
top 10 positions in the 11 years
history of the Eurocharts with
Blow Up Your Video (6) in 1988,
The Razor's Edge (3) in 1990 and
Live At Donington-Double (5) in
1992.

The situation at the top of the
Top 100 Albums is becoming
increasingly tense with the num-
ber 1 act Red Hot Chili Peppers
loosing its bullet, while Blur
climbs up two notches with its
fourth album The Great Escape
(Food/Parlophone) to number 2.
Thanks to a strong showing in
Denmark (3), Finland (5), France
(14), Ireland (1) and the UK (1)
together with new entries in Hol-
land (72), Portugal (13), Sweden
(2) and Switzerland (36), the Brit -
pop band is able to grab this
week's Sales Breaker award. Only
in Norway does Blur drop eight
places to number 13. Meanwhile,
Michael Bolton's Greatest Hits
1985-1995 (Columbia) storms in at
number 8. It is Bolton's second
European Album Top 10 hit after
Time, Love & Tenderness (5) in
1991.

OK Magic's music policy is
not a part of HAM's investiga-
tions. Jene admits, "We have
no say in this as the station's
licence is not 'restricted to a
specific music format."

Owners and programmers
at OK Radio decided their
future lay in soft ACE earlier
this year (Music & Media,
August 26), when it was
revealed that ratings had tum-
bled in the face of competition
from EHR public station N -
Joy, a listener -fee financed sta-
tion with a commercial format.

However, it was OK Magic's
choice to target the ACE mar-
ket which caused HAM offi-
cials to take another look at
the positioning of Energy
Hamburg.

Under the Swedish consti-
tution this meant the bill had
to be delayed for a year and
now must be voted on again.

The year is up on Novem-
ber 23 and already parliament
is planning to set up a commit-
tee to investigate the state of
local radio and future ways of
awarding frequencies.

The government was
expected to approve the cre-
ation of Committee for Local
and Community Radio late in
September whilst also laying
down guidelines for the areas
it is to examine.

In the light of these devel-
opments, Kurt Ove Johansson,
vice chairman of parliament's
Constitutional Committee, is
against the forthcoming set of
auctions.

"It would be strange for yet
another set of frequencies to
be sold by auction against a
background where the majori-
ty in parliament are unhappy
with the system," he says.

However, Peter Schierbeck
of the TV and Radio Authority,
which arranges the auctions
for the government, defends
the move. "We have a law in
effect at the moment and that
is the Local Radio Act. Under
the act it is our duty to allo-
cate the frequencies that are
available.

"We don't know for sure
that the new law will be
passed by the parliament."

The auction will involve
two frequencies each in Vastra

Bergslangen and Vastra Sma-
land and one each in
Sodertajle, Varberg,
Sundsvall, Norrkoping, Oster-
synd/Are, Gallivare, Skelleft-
ea, Lycksele, Mala and Arje-
ploy.

In a separate development,
the government has given its
permission to DAB broadcast-
ing, with Sveriges Radio
scheduled to have begun its
broadcasts in central Stock-
holm on September 27. A DAB
service will start in greater
Stockholm, Gothenburg and
Malmo in summer next year.

Culture minster Margot
Wahlstrom says, "It is impor-
tant that a public service com-
pany is well advanced when it
comes to using new tech-
niques."

Sweden's Commercial
Radio Association has
attacked the way the govern-
ment plans to allocate DAB
frequencies to commercial sta-
tions. This will involved
assessing programme quality,
something the Association
says will turn the process into
a "beauty contest" (Music &
Media, September 23).

Mustang
has reportedly settled the issue by booking advertising time on
Jam FM as well as offering the station free advertising on its
Jam TV show on music channel Viva. Industry insiders claim
the whole deal, including direct payments, is worth in excess of
DM300.000 (US$200.000).

PolyGram Sweden Brings Domestic Labels Together

"I'm satisfied that a majori-
ty in the government will vote
in favour of networking in
local radio and TV," says Bent
Helvang, chairman of the com-
mercial TV -radio association
KOMM and a member of the
PM's committee.

Swedish Radio Ad Sales Up
by Nicholas George

STOCKHOLM - Advertising rev-
enue for Sweden's commercial
radio stations has increased by
60% in the first half of 1995.

According to the Gothen-
burg -based Institute for Adver-
tising and Media Statistics,
Skr120 million (app. US$17
million) worth of advertising
was placed on the country's
new commercial stations in the
first six months of the year.
This points to a year-end total
of around Skr250-270 million.

Peter Waak, head of the
radio section at advertising

buyers Mediabroke, says the
figures are in line with expec-
tations. "These are good fig-
ures and I think we can expect
a year-end figure of around
SKr270 million."

It was local advertisers who
first began experimenting with
radio ads but over the past six
months national advertisers
have begun to boost the fig-
ures. "Companies such as
McDonald's and Burger King
are very committed," says
Waak.

There have also been an
increasing number of adverts
from airlines, insurance com-

panies and the financial sector
in general.

Strangely, in a country
where the automobile manu-
facturing is so important-
Sweden is the home of SAAB
and Volvo-the car firms have
been reluctant to use radio.

Waak says this is partly
due to the fact that buying
radio space remains complex
with so many stations to chose
between. However, large
clients in other sectors who
have persevered have general-
ly been encouraged by the
results.

ATV Music-his privately -
owned publishing company-
with Sony's Music publishing
subsidiary. Jackson would
then become a substantial
shareholder in the new com-
pany.

ATV Music owns the rights
to over 4.000 songs, including
works by the Beatles, Little
Richard and Elvis Presley.

Airplay Action
EHR Top 40 commentary by Machgiel Bakker

The hottest record on European radio this week is
Mariah Carey's latest single Fantasy. While the song
has been the second record ever to go straight into the
Hot 100 at number one in the US (the first was
Michael Jackson's You Are Not Alone), in Europe
Fantasy is "Radio Active" for the third week in a row.
It books a points increase of 17% and, if this growth
continues, the three-week reign of the chart by
Jackson will soon come to an end.

It is also likely that EHR will continue to be under
the spell of the US superstar with the release of her
new Daydream album, released on September 28. The
12 -track album contains, among others, a duet with
Babyface (Melt Away), a cover of Journey's 1982 US
number 1 hit single Open Arms and a collaboration
with Boyz II Men, One Sweet Day.

Carey's increased airplay is bad news for Simply
Red which is pushed down one position, although
increasing its total chart points. But competition for
the top spot will be fierce in the coming weeks as Mick
Hucknall's band is also releasing a new album. Life,
due out on October 9, follows the staggering sales
results achieved by its predecessor Stars that, since its
release in 1991, has become the biggest -selling CD in
the UK ever and has topped the chart on five different
occasions. A tough act to follow but nevertheless, East
West intends to leave nothing to chance and will be
spending £1 million (app. US$1.6 million) on
marketing in the UK alone.

Janet Jackson's Runaway follows hot on the heels
of Simply Red's Fairground, both in the total number
of reporting stations and weeks on chart. However,
with the number of additions higher, Jackson also has
every chance of improving her chart position next
week. And to make things even more competitive, the
singer is also about to issue a new album, Design Of A
Decade, a best of with 16 hits and two new tracks
(including Runaway and Twenty Foreplay).

A&M, happy to have her back after her tenure with
Virgin, will also be mounting a massive campaign,
including spending over £500.000 on TV advertising
in the UK with other European markets to follow suit.

The highest EHR entry of this week also comes
' courtesy of an act with a new
album and a new label. After
more than a decade with
Mercury, Tears For Fears
return on Epic with the new
album Raoul And The Kings
Of Spain of which the title
track makes a promising
entry in the EHR chart this
week.

Italy has always been one
of the best mainland
European markets for the Roland Orzabal

band and this is again (Tears For Fears)

confirmed by the strong airplay support the new
single finds: all of the nation's major networks have
the track in rotation. Spain follows next (no surprise
either) with the UK slightly lagging behind.

On The Road
Border Breakers commentary by Machgiel Bakker

L
a Bouche score their first number
one on the Border Breakers chart
this week with Fallin' In Love. It
marks the first number one hit on
the chart for Frank Farian's MCI

label imprint (marketed through BMG). Apart
from its strong base in the German-speaking mar-
kets, the single scores well across the board with
Belgium being the best market (over 65% pene-
tration), followed by Denmark, Holland (both over
50%) and Italy (40%).

La Bouche's move to number one breaks the
nine -week reign of Scatman John's Scatman's
World single, the second -longest of the year; the
same singer's debut Scatman stayed at the top for
11 consecutive weeks.

An analysis of the different number l's on the
Border Breakers chart reveals that Germany is
currently mainland Europe's best supplier of
crossover hits. Since the implementation of the
chart in 1993, the market has delivered no less
than 11 different number l's, out of a total of 20.
This includes three different songs by Ace Of
Base and two by Scatman John. Although strictly
speaking a Danish act, Hamburg -based
Metronome has signed Ace Of Base for Europe
excluding Scandinavia (Mega). Scatman John has
a similar deal as Ace Of Base: signed to Danish
indie Iceberg for Scandinavia but with
RCA/Hamburg being responsible for the rest of
Europe.
