tirkiye, Kuzey Atlantik Antlagsmasi Orgiitiiniin (NATO) en

eski iiyelerinden biri olarak Ittifak’in temel ilkelerine ve

vizyonuna baghiligini siirdiirmektedir. 1952 yilinda NA-

TO’ya katildig1 giinden bu yana Ittifak’in giivenilir bir iiyesi
oldugunu kanmitlamis olan iilkemiz, NATO’nun karsilastig1 tehditler-
le miicadelede, gerektiginde sehitler verme pahasina, tizerine diisen
gorevleri hakkiyla yerine getirmistir. Yasanan hadiseler Tiirkiye'nin
NATO icin hayati bir miittefik, iiye tilkeler acisindan da yeri dolduru-
lamaz bir ortak oldugunun ispatidir.

Diinya barisi ve istikrarina onemli katkilar sunan NATO’nun gelecek-
te de bu misyonunu devam ettirebilmesi; giincel tehditler dogrultu-
sunda kendini yenilemesine ve iiye iilkelerin giivenlik endiselerini
miittefiklik dayanismasi ruhuyla ele almasina baghdir. Tiim diinyay1
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derinden etkileyen Ukrayna krizi, NATO’nun iizerine insa edildigi “it-
tifak ve dayanisma ruhunun” 6énemini bir kez daha gézler 6niine ser-
mistir. Kiiresel istikrarin muhafazasinda NATO’nun hem belirleyicili-
gi hem de tistlenmesi gereken sorumluluklar artmistir.

ittifak’a tiye ve aday iilkelerin pek ¢ok konuda oldugu gibi terdrle mii-
cadelede de tam bir dayanismayla hareket etmeleri miittefikligin ol-
mazsa olmaz sartidir. En kutsal deger olan insanin yasama hakkini,
ozgiirliikleri ve demokratik degerleri ilgilendiren boylesi hayati bir
meselede kimi devletlerce ikircikli tavir sergilenmesi, ittifak’in temel
prensiplerinin 6ziimsenemediginin acik isaretidir. Yaklasik 40 yildir
boliicii terorle miicadele eden, DEAS’1ndan PKK/YPG-PYD’sine kadar
diinyanin en eli kanl terdr orgiitlerinin hedefinde olan bir iilke ola-
rak, ter6rizmin her tiirliisiine kars1 tavizsiz tutumumuz kararlilikla
devam edecektir.

Bu eser, tliyeligin baslangicindan bugiine kadar Tiirkiye’nin NATO
icindeki konumunu ayrintili olarak incelemekte, ittifak catis1 altinda
oynadigi role ve yaptig1 katkilara dikkat cekmektedir. Ulkemizin NA-
TO’ya bakisi ile NATO’dan beklentilerinin de ele alindig1 bu kitabin,
Tiirkiye'nin NATO’ya verdigi onemin ve sorumluluklarini ifa etmede
gosterdigi hassasiyetin yeni bir nisanesi olacagina inaniyorum. Kita-
bin hazirlanmasinda emegi gecenleri tebrik ediyor, bu vesileyle aziz
sehitlerimizi bir kez daha rahmetle yad ediyorum.

949 yilinda 12 iilke tarafindan kurulan NATO, gecirdigi genis-

leme siirecleri sonucu bugiin 31 iiyeli bir 6rgiite doniismiis-

tiir. Soguk Savas doneminde uluslararasi giivenlik ve ittifak-

lar baglaminda devletler arasi iliskilerde son derece etkili bir
kurum olan NATO, degisen sartlar ve kiiresel gelismeler karsisinda
yasadig1 bircok soruna ragmen kendini giincelleyerek, yenileyerek
bugiinlere yine etkili bir sekilde ulasmay1 basarmustir.

Tiirkiye’nin Ittifak’a iiye oldugu 1952 yilindan bu yana NATO, iilke-
mizin giivenliginin temininde 6nemli bir role sahip olmus ve Av-
rupa-Atlantik yapilartyla is birligi hedefimize mubhtelif acilardan
kayda deger katkilarda bulunmustur. Tiirkiye ise kapsamli askeri
yetenekleri, sahip oldugu tarihsel birikimi ve kiiltiirel iliskileriyle it-
tifak’in kiiresel baris, huzur ve giivenlik hedeflerini gerceklestirmesi
acisindan iizerine diisen sorumluluklari yerine getirmistir. Bununla
birlikte, 71 yildir NATO tiyesi olan Tiirkiye’nin, NATO’nun ikinci bii-
yiik ordusuna sahip olmasi, kuskusuz NATO’nun kiiresel ol¢ekteki
yapisal ve islevsel 6nemini artiran bir 6zellik olmustur.

Tiirkiye’nin hangi sartlar altinda NATO’ya katildigini, tiye oldugu
1952 yilindan bugiine sagladig katkilari, ortak yiiriitiilen projeleri,
egitim ve diger teknik altyapi calismalarinda Tiirkiye’nin sagladigi
imkanlari, ortak gerceklestirilen askeri ve sivil boyutlu tiim ¢alisma-
lar1, Tiirkiye'nin jeostratejik 6neminin ittifak’a sagladig1 avantajlar
bu calismada ayrintili bir sekilde inceleyebileceksiniz. Ayrica eliniz-
deki kitapta NATO’nun Tiirkiye icin 6nemi ve daha etkili bir NATO
icin Tiirkiye'nin sundugu projeksiyonlar hakkinda bilgiler bulabile-
ceksiniz.
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Tiirkiye’nin, diinyanin ihtilafli bircok bolgesinde NATO misyon ve
harekatlarina katilim saglayarak NATO bayraginin Tiirk bayragi ile
birlikte dalgalanmasinin nasil huzur ve barisin sembolii haline gel-
digini yine bu kitapta acikca gorebileceksiniz.

Farkli zamanlarda gerek ABD'den gerekse Avrupali devletlerden
gelen NATO hakkinda elestirel séylemlerin aksine Tiirkiye’nin NA-
TO’yu savunma ve giivenlik politikasinin ana eksenine oturtmus
oldugunu ve NATOnun kurucu anlasmasinda ifade edilen ortak
degerlerinin savunulmasi yoniinde iizerine diisen sorumlulugu layi-
kiyla yerine getirdigini detaylariyla 6greneceksiniz.

Calismamizin son boliimiinde Tiirkiye’nin kurulusundan bu yana
biiyiik 6nem verdigi, sahiplendigi, calismalarina aktif olarak katildi-
81 NATO hakkindaki perspektifini, beklentilerini ve NATO’nun son
donemdeki genisleme giindemi hakkindaki pozisyonunu okuyacak-
sIniz.

NATO’nun en biiyiik ikinci ordusuna sahip olan, NATO biinyesinde
onemli sayida ortak projenin vyiiriitiiciisii olan Tiirkiye, ittifak’a ve
gelecegine dair perspektifini bu ¢calisma ile aciklikla ortaya koymak-
tadir.

rin1 ve yontemlerini endiseyle izlemislerdir. Cekoslovakya’daki

tetiklemistir. Mart 1948’de imzalanan Briiksel Antlasmasr’yla kuru-
lan Bat1 Avrupa Savunma Orgiitii, Ikinci Diinya Savasrnin ardindan
Bat1 Avrupa’nin giivenliginin yeniden yapilandirilmasi yoniinde-
ki ilk adimu teskil etmistir. Ayn1 zamanda, bu adim Kuzey Atlantik
Antlasmasrnin 1949°'da imzalanmasina uzanan siirecin de ilk adimi
olmustur.

YPG, FETO, DEAS ve diger teror orgiitlerine kars1 miicadele ederken,
diger yandan es zamanli olarak bolgesel ve kiiresel anlamda baris
ve istikrar1 desteklemek {iizere cesitli bolgelerde NATO harekat ve
misyonlarina 6nemli katkilar saglamaktadir. Bu alanda ilk bes iilke
arasinda yer alarak destegini siirdiirmekte ve Ittifak’in Stratejik Kon-
septi 1s181nda kriz mukabele harekatlarinda gorevler tistlenmektedir.

Ote yandan, cografi konumu itibariyla diizensiz go¢ tehdidinin oda-
ginda olan Tiirkiye, bu hususta kararli bir miicadele de sergilemek-
tedir. Tiirkiye, istikrarsiz bolgelerden kaynaklanan uluslararasi tero-
rizm, insan ve uyusturucu ticareti ve kacakcilik gibi cesitli ulusotesi
sorunlarin Avrupa’ya olan etkisini azaltici ve istikrar saglayici bir
aktor olarak NATO’da aktif varlik gostermektedir.

Tiirkiye, izmir'de konuslu olan NATO Miittefik Kara Komutanligina
(NATO Allied Land Command - LANDCOM) ve Kiirecik’te konuslu
olan stratejik radar sistemlerine ev sahipligi yapmakta, yiiksek dere-
cede stratejik oneme sahip olan Incirlik ve Konya’daki hava iislerini
NATO’nun kullanimina tahsis ederek uluslararasi terorle miicadele-
ye destek saglamaktadir. Tiirkiye boylece yalnizca kendi sinirlarini
degil ittifak’in Giineydogu sinirlarini da korumaktadir.
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Ulkemiz, Karadeniz ve Akdeniz’de aktif bir deniz ve hava varlig1 gos-
tererek, NATO’nun giivence tedbirleri ile giiclendirilmis caydiricilik
ve savunma kapasitesine onemli katki saglamaktadir.

Tiirkiye Karadeniz’in baris ve istikrar denizi olarak kalmas icin
NATO faaliyetlerine aktif katki saglamakta; Karadeniz Uyum Ha-
rekat1 basta olmak tizere liderlik ettigi uluslararasi ve milli aske-
ri faaliyetleri ile Karadeniz’'de denge ve caydiriciligin asli unsuru
olmaktadir. Tiirkiye, bolgesel giic olmanin 6tesinde bir giic odagi
(powerhouse) olarak Ukrayna'da ortaya cikan krizin yarattigi gida
giivenligi sorununun ¢oziimiinde kilit rol de iistlenmistir.
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Tiirkiye her y1l Giiclendirilmis NATO Mukabele Kuvveti'nin (e-NRF)
kara, hava, deniz ve 6zel kuvvet unsurlarina katki saglamaktadir.
Tiirkiye, 2021 yilinda NATO Mukabele Kuvveti Kara Unsur Komu-
tanlig ile Yiiksek Hazirlikli Miisterek Gorev Kuvveti (VJTF) gorev-
lerini, NATO Hizli intikal Edebilir Kolordu (NATO Rapid Deployable
Corps Tiirkiye NRDC-T) olarak da bilinen Istanbul'da konuslu 3’tincii
Kolordu Komutanligi ile tistlenmistir.

Tiirkiye, 6 Subat 2023’te Cumhuriyet tarihinde en ¢ok can kaybina,
yikima, aciya yol acan ve “asrin felaketi” olarak nitelenen depremleri
pes pese yasamistir. O giin Kahramanmaras'in Pazarcik ilgesi mer-
kezli olarak saat 4.17°'de yasadigimiz 7.7 biiyiikliigiindeki ilk deprem
ve bundan yaklasik 9 saat sonra meydana gelen Elbistan merkezli
7.6 biiyiikligiindeki ikinci deprem, 11 ilimizdeki 62 ilce ve 10 bin 190
koyde yikima yol agmuistir.

NATO Genel Sekreteri Jens Stoltenberg’in de ifade ettigi {izere, Kah-
ramanmaras merkezli depremler bizim ittifakimizin topraklarinda
NATO’nun kurulmasindan bu yana en 6liimciil, en korkunc felaket-
tir. Bu siirecte NATO ve miittefiklerimiz Tiirkiye’nin destek cagrisi-
n1 yanitsiz birakmayarak afet bolgesine ayni ve nakdi yardimlarini
ulastirarak, arama kurtarma ekiplerini bolgeye sevk ederek bircok
insanin hayatini kurtarmaistir.

Deprem anindan itibaren NATO ve miittefiklerimiz Tiirkiye'yle da-
yanisma icerisinde olmustur. Devlet Baskanlari diizeyinde goriisme-
lerle taziyelerini sunmuslar, ilk etapta acil ihtiya¢ olan arama kur-
tarma faaliyetleri icin ekipler, doktorlar ve ilk yardim malzemeleri
Tiirkiye’ye gonderilmistir. Depremin hemen ardindan NATO miitte-
fiki ve ortagi 1400°den fazla acil durum miidahale personeli Tiirki-
ye’ye konuslanmuistir.
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NATO Genel Sekreteri Jens Stoltenberg Tiirkiye ile dayanisma igeri-
sinde oldugunu bildiren mesaj yayinlamistir. Benzer sekilde NATO
tiyesi miittefik tilkelerin liderleri de dayanisma mesajlarini iletmis-
lerdir.

Briiksel'de NATO karargahinda Tiirkiye ile dayanisma amaciyla tiim
bayraklar yariya indirilmistir.

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Boylece katilimcilara Tiirkiye’nin NATO {iyeliginin dnemi, NATO’ya
katkilar1 ve gelisen savunma sanayi gibi konular hakkinda birinci el-
den bilgi sahibi olmalari, yetkililere sorularimi yoneltebilmeleri ve
Tiirkiye’yi cesitli yonleri ile tamimalari firsat1 verilmistir.

oguk Savas doneminin cift kutuplu gii¢ miicadelesi strateji-

lerine gore kurulan ve yapisi bu miicadeleye gore belirlenen

NATO, Soguk Savas’in sona ermesi ile yeniden yapilanmak

ve yeni misyonlar yiiklenmek zorunda kalmistir. Soguk Sa-
vas sonrasinda dagilan SSCB’nin ardindan ortaya ¢ikan etnik catis-
malar, bolgesel ihtilaflar, niikleer/konvansiyonel silahlarin yayilmasi
ve uluslararasi terérizm gibi problemler NATO’nun yeniden yapilan-
masi ve yeni misyonlarinin belirleyicisi olmustur. Bu kapsamda NA-
TO unsurlar1 1992 yilindan itibaren Balkanlardan Aden Korfezine,
Afrikadan Afganistan’a uzanan ve NATO’nun geleneksel sorumluluk
alanlarinin disinda olan genis bir bolgede insani yardimdan kriz yo-
netimine kadar genis bir yelpazede gorev yapmaya baslamistir. Boyle-
ce NATO sadece tiyelerinin giivenligine hizmet etmenin 6tesine gece-
rek kiiresel sorunlarla ilgilenen bir giivenlik 6rgiitiine doniismiistiir.
NATO bu doniistimii “is birligi” ve “ortaklik” kavramlari etrafinda
gerceklestirmis ve Orgiitiin yeni kimligi sekillenmistir. Bu doniisiimle
NATO oncelikli ilgi alan1 olan Avrupa-Atlantik Bolgesi’ni asmis ve So-
guk Savas sonras1 donemde Akdeniz ve Korfez bolgeleri basta olmak
tizere diinyanin dort bir tarafinda tiye olmayan iilkelerle kapsamli bir
is birligi ve ortaklik ag1 kurmayi basarmustir.
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NATO’nun yeni misyonu ve doniisiim siireci, farkli politika alanlar
ve gelistirdigi is birliklerine dair tiye tilkeler nezdinde farkli goriisle-
rin ve fikir ayriliklarinin ortaya ¢ikmasina yol agcmustir. Ozellikle ABD
Baskani Donald Trump’in 2006da NATO savunma bakanlarinin
aldiklarn tiyelerin GSMHnin %2’sini savunma biit¢elerine ayirmasi
karar1 ¢ercevesinde savunma biit¢esine ayirdiklar: paylar tizerinden
tiye devletlere yonelttigi elestiriler ve Fransa Cumhurbaskan1 Mac-
ron'un “NATO’nun beyin 6liimii gerceklesti” seklindeki aciklamalari
NATO’nun varlig1, misyonu ve gelecegi acisindan goriis ayriliklarinin
derinlestigini gostermektedir. Bu elestiriler ve aciklamalar giivenlik
kaygilarinin artmasina ve kurumsal mekanizmalara giivenin azal-
masina neden olmustur. Almanya Basbakani Angela Merkel'in 2017
NATO zirvesinin ardindan Miinih’te diizenledigi secim mitinginde
Avrupa’nin giivenligine yonelik yaptig1 “Avrupa sirtini1 ABD ve Ingilte-
re’ye dayamayi artik birakmali ve Avrupa olarak artik kendi kaderini
belirlemek icin kendisi savasmali. Biz Avrupalilarin kendi kaderimizi
kendi elimize almamiz gerekiyor” aciklamasi da Avrupali devletlerin
NATO’ya yonelik giivenlik kaygilarini belirgin olarak gostermistir.
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Farkli zamanlarda gerek ABD’den gerekse Avrupali devletlerden ge-
len NATO hakkinda elestirel sdylemlerin aksine Tiirkiye, NATO ‘nun
kurucu antlasmasinin ruhuna uygun hareket etmistir. Ayrica Tiirkiye
tilke olarak NATO’nun Avrupa-Atlantik cografyasinda giivenlik ve is-
tikrarin korunmasindaki basat roliiniin devamu ile tiyelerinin giiven-
liklerini ilgilendiren konularda siyasi-askeri istisarelerin 6nemine
uygun hareket etmistir.

Tiirkiye, bir siyasi-askeri ittifak olan NATO’nun kurulusunda benim-
sedigi demokrasi, insan haklar1 ve hukukun tistiinliigii gibi evrensel
degerlere ve bunlarin savunulmasina 6nem vermektedir. NATO, Tiir-
kiye’nin giivenlik ve savunma politikalar ile planlamalarinin biitiin-
ciil bir parcasini olusturmaktadir.

Soguk Savas yillarinda SSCB ile kara sinir1 bulunan tek ittifak tiyesi
olan Tiirkiye, bugiin de kritik catisma bolgelerine en yakin Miittefik-
lerden birisi konumundadir.
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Tiirkiye, 1952 yilindan bu yana NATO’nun Dogu ve Giineydogu sinir-
larinin giivenligini temin etmektedir. icinde bulundugu sartlar ve
cevresindeki cografyanin mevcut durumu goéz 6niinde bulunduruldu-
gunda, Tiirkiye’nin tistlendigi agir sorumluluk daha iyi anlasilacaktir.
Tiirkiye, 1990’1 ve 2000’li yillarda aktif silahli catismalara sahne
olan Balkanlar ve Kafkasya'nin, giiniimiizde aktif catismalarin siirdii-
gii Ukrayna, Suriye ve Irak’in ve Akdeniz lizerinden Kuzey Afrika’nin
tam merkezinde yer almakta ve tiim bu bolgelerle komsuluk etmekte-
dir.

Bu baglamda, Tiirkiye’nin Miittefiklerden beklentisi, NATO’nun “gii-
venligin boliinmezligi” temel ilkesine dayali ittifak Ruhu’na uygun bi-
cimde hareket etmesidir. Ornegin, Birinci Korfez Savasr'nda Saddam
Rejimi’nin elindeki Scud fiizelerinin yarattig1 tehdit dolayisiyla aciga
cikan, Tirkiye'nin hava savunma ihtiyac1 bazi1 Miittefiklerce dogru
degerlendirilmemistir.

Tiirkiye Birinci Korfez Savasi nedeniyle 1991, Irak Harekat1 dolayisiyla
2003 ve Sam Rejimi’nin bir Tiirk ucagim diisiirmesi dolayisiyla 2012
yillarinda olmak tizere ti¢ kez Miittefiklerden bu konuda destek iste-
mistir. U¢ talepte de cesitli Miittefikler Patriot ve SAMP/T sistemlerini
Tiirkiye'de konuslandirarak NATO kapsaminda dayanisma gostermis-
tir. Ancak, Suriye’deki i¢ savasin en fazla siddetlendigi ve Tiirkiye’nin
Rusya ile sinir ihlali sorunlari yasadig1 2015 yilinda, Tiirkiye'deki Patri-
ot bataryalarinin bir kisminin geri ¢ekilmesi, ittifak’in vazgecilmez bir
tiyesi olan Tiirkiye’nin giivenliginde ciddi bir acik meydana getirmistir.
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Tiirkiye'nin Ittifaka katkisi yukarida anlatildig: iizere 1952°den bu
yana devam etmektedir. ittifakin da Tiirkiye'nin giivenlik kaygila-
r1 dogrultusunda politika ve taleplerini dikkatli bir sekilde deger-
lendirmesini beklemek bir liye devletin en dogal hakkidir. Nitekim
Tiirkiye’nin milli giivenliginin tesisi yoniinde attig1 adimlarin kimi
ittifak iiyelerince yeterince degerlendirilememesinin NATOnun tii-
miinde bir giivenlik aci1g1 yaratacagi muhakkaktir.

NATO’nun giicii miittefikler arasindaki birlik ve dayanismadan kay-
naklanmaktadir. Bu dayanisma ruhu NATOnun kurulusundan bu
yana siirmektedir. Yaklasik 72 yildir siiren is birligi icerisinde Tiir-
kiye Ittifakin en aktif miittefiklerinden biri olagelmistir. NATO ha-
rekatlarina en fazla katki veren ilk 5 miittefik iilke arasinda yer alan
Tiirkiye, gecmiste goriildiigii gibi kimi tiye iilkelerin donemsel etki-
lerden kaynaklanan siyasi tercihlerle NATO’nun askeri kanadindan
cekilmelerinin aksine ittifak icinde daimi giivenilir miittefik sifatin
hak eden bir tilkedir.

NATO’nun giiciiniin korunmasi ve arttirilmasi, yeni tehditlere yanit
verebilmesi, baris ve istikrara hizmet etmesi icin oniinde uzun ve
cetrefilli bir yol vardir. Bu yolda miittefikler arasinda siki dayanisma-
ya her zamankinden daha fazla ihtiya¢c duyulmaktadir. Kuruldugu
giinden bu yana diinya siyasetinde baris ve istikrara 6nemli katkilar
sunmus olan NATOnun gelecekte de bu misyonunu devam ettire-
bilmesi; tiye tilkelerin giivenlik endiselerini, miittefiklige yarasir bir
sekilde dikkate alarak biinyesindeki dayanisma ve uyumu artirabil-
mesine baglidir. Bu nedenle Tiirkiye, NATO’dan ter0rizmin ortak bir
tanima kavusturularak karsi karsiya kaldigi terorizm tehdidinde
miittefiklerinin yaninda yer aldigini1 gérmek istemektedir.

Tiirkiye, NATO-AB is birliginin mevcut ve gelecekteki zorluklarla
miicadele edebilmek i¢cin 6nemli oldugunun farkindadir. Bu isbirli-
ginin 2003 yilinda kabul edilen “Uzlasilmis Cerceve”ye uyumlu bir
sekilde yiiriitiilmesi ve AB liyesi olmayan Miittefiklerin de AB inisi-
yatiflerinde yer almasini beklemek ise en dogal hakkidir.
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Tiirkiye, NATO'nun transatlantik giivenligindeki asli konumunun
asindirilmasinin miimkiin olmadigim1 gérmektedir. Tiirkiye, NA-
TO’ya ciddi katki saglamakta ve saglamaya da devam edecektir. Tiir-
kiye’nin NATO’ya kattig1 gii¢ asikar olup Tiirkiye’nin meselelerinin de
NATO’nun meselesi olarak goriilmesinin bir o kadar asikar olmasi
gerekmektedir.

Tiirkiye, terorizmin, NATO’nun karsisindaki iki temel tehditten biri
oldugunu ve tiim miittefiklerin de terérizmle miicadelede yekviicut
olabilmesi gerektigini diisiinmektedir.

Bu yalmizca bir insanlik sucuna karsi devletler sisteminin ortak ha-
reket etme arzusunu degil, NATO’nun yaklasik 72 yildir giivenilir bir
tiyesi olarak ortaklik ruhunun da gerekliginin sonucudur.

Siiphesiz Tiirkiye bugiinden sonra da NATO icerisindeki sorumluluk-
larini yerine getirmeye devam edecektir. ihtiya¢ hasil oldugu zaman-
da gerekli sorumlulugu almaktan imtina etmeyecek ve ittifak Ruhu-
nun zedelenmemesi icin azami gayreti gostermeye devam edecektir.
Ancak ittifaktaki sorumluluk yalmizca Tiirkiye'nin tek tarafli rolii
ile tammlanamayacag icindir ki aym sekilde, tiim Miittefiklerden
de ayn1 sorumluluk anlayisi icerisinde davranmasi beklemek Tiirki-
ye’nin en tabii hakkidir.
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2.3. isve¢’in Uyelik Talebine Tiirkiye’nin Yaklasimi

Tiirkiye geleneksel olarak NATO’nun genislemesini ve Acik Kapi
Politikasim1 desteklemektedir. Giliniimiize kadar olan genisleme sii-
reclerinde Tiirkiye, NATOQ’ya iiye olmak isteyen iilkelere tam destek
vererek, acik kapi politikasinin uygulanmasini saglamistir. Bununla
birlikte NATO’nun kurumsal kimligi ve kurum ici uyumun zarar gor-
memesine hassasiyet gostermis ve NATO’nun Miittefikler arasinda
dayanigsmay1 esas alan bir siyasi-askeri ittifak oldugu gercegini 6n
planda tutmustur.

2022 yilinda Rusya Federasyonunun Ukrayna’ya saldiris1 Avrupa
kitasinin kuzeyinde de sicak catisma risklerinin artmasina neden
olmustur. Bu ¢ercevede giivenligine yonelik ciddi kaygilar tasiyan Is-
vec’in NATO’ya iiye olma talebi de bu kapsamda degerlendirilmek-
tedir. Tiirkiye tiim genisleme siireclerinde korudugu ilkesel tutumu
siirdiirmektedir. Daha onceKi siireclerde oldugu gibi Isve¢’ten de Miit-
tefiklik ruhuna uygun davranmasini beklenmesi son derece olagan
bir yaklasimdir.
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Kolektif bir giivenlik orgiitii olan NATO’ya katilmak isteyen tilkelerin
orgiitiin her tliyesinin giivenlik kaygilarina hassasiyet gostermesi hem
orgiitiin hem de Miittefiklerin mesru bir beklentisidir. Ozellikle teror
ve terorle miicadele gibi uluslararasi sistemi ve devletlerin ulusal gii-
venligini ciddi sekilde tehdit eden bir konu hakkinda, aday bir {ilke-
nin mevcut iiyelerle es giidiim gostermesi kacinilmaz bir gerekliliktir.
Teror, insanliga karsi bir sug, terorle miicadele de hem evrensel hem
de ahlaki bir sorumluluktur. Tiirkiye'nin NATO Antlasmasrnin 5.
maddesi baglaminda olas1 bir savas durumunda yardimina kosmayi
taahhiit ettigi tilkelerden kendisini ve vatandaslarin1 hedef alan teror
orgiitlerini desteklememesini beklemesi en dogal hakkidir. Miittefik-
lit ruhu bunu gerektirir.

Bu anlamda Isve¢’in PKK teror orgiitii ve uzantilari olan PYD/YPG'yle
yakin iligkileri ve bu kapsamda diizenledikleri faaliyetler rahatsizlik
vericidir. Tiirkiye'nin, PKK uzantilarina ve iilkesinde darbe girisimin-
de bulunan ve bircok masumu katleden FETO’ye giivenli liman sag-
layan bir iilkeyle nasil ve neden askeri ittifak icinde olacagini Tiirk
halkina izah etmesi mevcut kosullarda miimkiin degildir.
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Bu nedenle Isve¢’ten NATOnun Kkolektif giivenlik prensibi cerceve-
sinde garantiler beklenmektedir. Ulkemiz isve¢’ten Tiirk vatandasla-
rin1 ve Tiirkiye'nin giivenligini tehdit eden teror orgiitlerinin faaliyet-
lerini engellemek yoniinde somut ve kalict adimlar atildigim1 gérmek
istemektedir. Teroristlerin Tiirkiye'ye iadesi ve teror orgiitlerinin bu
tilkedeki faaliyetlerine engel olunmasi ise (Tiirk siyasi liderliginin de-
faaten acikladigi iizere bu iilkenin NATO {iyeliginin Tiirkiye tarafin-
dan i¢ hukuka uygun olarak onanmasi siireci icin) olmazsa olmazdir.

Terorle miicadelenin ancak biitiinciil ve kapsamli bir stratejiyle ger-
ceklestirilebilecegi ve terOr orgiitleri arasinda ayrim yapilmamasi ge-
rektigi temel tezlerimizden hareketle, PKK, PYD/YPG, FETO, DHKP/C
ve DEAS basta olmak tizere iilkemizin miicadele ettigi teror orgiitleri
ve uzantilarinin faaliyetlerinin 6nlenmesi amaciyla diplomatik giri-
simlerimize kararlilikla devam ediyoruz. Teror orgiitlerinin hak ve
ozgiirliikleri istismar ederek propaganda, finansman ve eleman te-
mini faaliyetlerinin dnlenmesi, cifte standarttan uzak bir yaklasimi
gerektirmektedir.
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Nitekim, 28 Haziran 2022'de Ispanya’nin baskenti Madrid’de gercek-
lestirilen NATO Zirvesi kapsaminda diizenlenen ve Cumhurbaskani-
miz Sayin Recep Tayyip Erdogan, Finlandiya Cumhurbaskani
Niinistd, donemin Isve¢ Bagsbakani Andersson ve NATO Genel Sekre-
teri Stoltenberg’in katildig 4’lii gériisme sonrasinda Tiirkiye, isve¢ ve
Finlandiya arasinda, isvec ve Finlandiya’nin NATO iiyelik siireclerin-
de tilkemizin terorle miicadele alanindaki hakli beklentilerinin orta-

ya koyuldugu {iclii bir Muhtira imzalanmistir. S6z konusu Muhtira
ile; isve¢, PKK’nin bir terdr orgiitii oldugunu tekrar teyit ederken,
PYD/YPG ve Tiirkiyede FETO olarak tanimlanan o6rgiitlere destek
saglamayacaklarini taahhiit etmis ve ayrica ti¢ iilke arasinda hicgbir
milli silah ambargosu bulunmadig1 da vurgulanmustir.
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isvec ile olan goriismeler, ittifakin prensipleri ve iilkemizin terorle
miicadeledeki yaklasimlar1 temelinde siirdiiriilmeye devam edecek-
tir. isve¢’le goriismeleri iyi niyetle siirdiirme kararliliginda olan Tiir-
kiye’nin ozellikle terérle miicadelede bir kirmizi ¢izgisi vardir. Bu
noktada siirecin nasil ilerleyecegi, Isve¢’in atacagi somut adimlarla
dogrudan baglantilidir. Oniimiizdeki giinlerde isve¢’in atacagi adim-
lar bu isin seyrini ve hizini belirleyecektir.

Isvec'te teror orgiitlerine iiyeligin su¢ kapsamina alinmasini hedef-
leyen terdrle miicadele yasasi 1 Haziran 2023’te yiiriirliige girmistir.
Yasa, iilkenin NATO iiyeligi icin 6nemli bir adim olup Tiirkiye i¢in
memnuniyet vericidir.

Son olarak, 14 Haziran 2023 tarihinde Tiirkiye, Finlandiya, Isvec ve
NATO heyetlerinin yer aldigi, Uclii Mutabakat uyarinca tesis edilen
Daimi Ortak Mekanizma’nin dordiincii toplantis1 Ankara’da gercek-
lestirilmistir. Toplantida, isve¢’in Uclii Muhtirada yer alan taahhiitler
baglaminda attig1 adimlar ele alinmistir. Basta, bu iilkede 1 Haziran
2023 tarihinde yiiriirliige giren yeni mevzuat olmak iizere terorizmle
miicadelede alinmakta olan tedbirlerin teror orgiitlerinin Isve¢’teki
faaliyetlerine yonelik yansimalari, somut 0rnekler temelinde istisare
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edilmistir. Bu ¢ercevede, Uclii Muhtirada kayith taahhiitlerin hayata
gecirilmesinde kaydedilen ilerlemenin diizeyi ele alinmistir. Katilim-
cilar Daimi Ortak Mekanizmanin 6nemini vurgulamislar ve miiteakip
somut adimlar iizerinde ¢calismaya devam etmek hususunda mutabik
kalmuslardir.

Bu olumlu tablo devam ederken, 28 Haziran 2023 tarihinde “s6zde
ifade ozgiirligii” kapsaminda kutsal kitabimiz Kur’an-1 Kerim’i yak-
ma eylemi gerceklestirilmesi, tilkemizin konuya iliskin temkinli yak-
lasiminda ne kadar hakli oldugunu bir kez daha gostermistir. Isve¢’in
NATO iiyeligi konusunda Oniindeki en biiyiik engelin, teror orgiitle-
rine verdigi destek oldugu acik bir sekilde ortaya ¢ikmistir. Yasanan
son gelismeler cercevesinde, Isve¢’in NATO iiyeligine onay verilme-
sinin Tiirk kamuoyu nezdinde miimkiin olmadig diistiniilmektedir.

1.1. Tirkiye’s Accession to NATO

n the aftermath of World War II, from 1945 to 1949, Western Eu-

ropean and North American countries viewed the expansionist

policies and methods of the USSR with concern. Developments

such as the June 1948 coup in Czechoslovakia and the illegal
blockade of Berlin by the USSR in 1948 triggered the conclusion of an
agreement by Belgium, France, Luxembourg, the Netherlands and the
United Kingdom in order to develop a common defence system and to
strengthen the ties between each other in a manner which would en-
able them to resist ideological, political and military threats to their
security. The Western Union Defence Organization founded by the
Brussels Treaty of March 1948 constituted the first step toward the
restructuring of Western European security in the aftermath of World
War I1. It also constituted the first step in the process leading up to the
signing of the North Atlantic Treaty in 1949.

NATO underwent four waves of enlargement following the end of
the Cold War: Czechia, Hungary and Poland joined NATO in 1999,
Bulgaria, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Romania, Slovakia and Slovenia
joined in 2004, Croatia and Albania joined in 2009, and Montenegro
joined in June 2017. Following the ratification of the Protocol on
the Accession of North Macedonia to NATO by all of the Allies,
this country has joined the Alliance on March 27, 2020. Finland
deposited its Instrument of Accession to the North Atlantic Treaty on
April 4, 2023, becoming the 31st member state of NATO.

Tiirkiye has fulfilled its duties and responsibilities in accordance
with the spirit of alliance established in the Washington Treaty ever

since it became a member.

1.2. Tiirkiye’s Contributions to NATO

On the basis of the principle of the indivisibility of security, Tiirkiye
adheres to pacta sunt servanda in defending the common interests of
the member states. In addition to safeguarding its national security
and fighting against PKK/PYD/YPG, FETO, DAESH and other terrorist
organizations, Tiirkiye also simultaneously makes significant
contributions to NATO operations and missions in various regions to
promote regional and global peace and stability. Tiirkiye, which is
among the top five countries in this field, maintains its support and
engages in crisis response operations under the Strategic Concept of
the Alliance.

Not only is Tiirkiye an important ally, contributing to the security and
stability of the whole Euro-Atlantic region, but it also participates in
missions outside the traditional NATO mandates. As a NATO member,
and relying on its geostrategic position as well as its historical and
deeply-rooted relations with other states, Tiirkiye makes crucial
contributions to the accomplishment of NATO’s mission and its
values, which are clearly stated in official documents, through various
projects.

Tiirkiye provides significant contributions to NATO’s operations and
missionsaswellasitsforceand command structure.SupportingNATO’s
measures against new security challenges, Tiirkiye will continue its
contributions in accordance with its Alliance commitments.

Geographically located at the centre of the threat for irregular
migration, Tiirkiye is fighting resolutely against this threat. Tiirkiye
maintains an active presence in NATO as an actor that mitigates the
impact of various transnational issues in Europe, such as international
terrorism, human and drug trafficking and smuggling stemming from
regional instability, and as a stabilising actor.

Tiirkiye hosts the NATO Allied Land Command (LANDCOM) in
Izmir and the NATO Ballistic Missile Defence radar in Kiirecik, and
has allocated air bases in Incirlik and Konya with high strategic
importance for the use of NATO, thus supporting the fight against
international. Thus, Tiirkiye protects not only its own borders but also
the south-eastern borders of the Alliance.
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With its active air and naval presence in the Black Sea and the
Mediterranean, Tiirkiye provides significant contributions to NATO’s
assurance measures, and NATO’s strengthened deterrence and
defence capacity.

Our country makes an active contribution to NATO operations
to keep the Black Sea as a sea of peace and stability. Tiirkiye is the
essential element of balance and deterrence in the Black Sea with the
international and national military operations it has led, particularly
Operation Black Sea Harmony.
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Each year, Tiirkiye contributes to the Enhanced NATO Response
Force (e-NRF)’s land, air, naval and special forces assets. In 2021,
Tiirkiye assumed responsibility for the NATO Response Force Land
Component Command and the Very High Readiness Joint Task Force
(VJTF) through the 3rd Corps Command of the Turkish army de-
ployed in istanbul, also known as NATO Rapid Deployable Corps -
Tiirkiye (NRDC-T).

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From January 1 to December 31, 2023, the Turkish High Readiness
Maritime Task Force (TURMARFOR) served as the NATO Response
Force’s Maritime Component Command. This year, Tiirkiye took over
from the United Kingdom as the host country for the NATO Compo-
nent Command mission, which five countries, including Tiirkiye, car-
ry out alternately each year. The mission will thereafter be reassigned
to Italy on December 31, 2023.

TURMARFOR, a sizeable headquarters that can plan and manage a
comprehensive operation and coordinate the command, is one of the
five NATO headquarters with these capabilities besides the USA. The
fact that Tiirkiye has provided the service structure of NATO with
such a powerful headquarters structure further demonstrates the sig-
nificance Tiirkiye places on NATO.

1.2.1. Contributions to Missions and Operations

Marking the 71th anniversary of its accession to NATO Alliance
on February 18, 2023, Tiirkiye makes sustainable and extensive
contributions to NATO missions and operations. Since 1995,
Tiirkiye has taken an active part in NATO’s operations IFOR, SFOR,
KFOR, “Resolute Support Mission,” “Essential Harvest,” “Amber
Fox,” “Allied Harmony,” “Active Endeavour,” “Ocean Shield,” and
“Unified Protector” in the Balkans, Afghanistan, and Iraq. Tiirkiye’s
contributions to some ongoing NATO missions and operations are
given below.
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1.2.1.1. Resolute Support Mission in Afghanistan

As part of the Resolute Support Mission in Afghanistan, Tiirkiye
is a Framework Nation in Kabul (the other framework nations in
Afghanistan are Germany in the north, the United States in the south
and east and Italy in the west). It has also carried out the responsibility
for the security and management of the Hamid Karzai International
Airport from 2015 to the end of the NATO mission in 2021.

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1.2.1.2. Kosovo Force (KFOR)

Tiirkiye has troops in Kosovo as part of “KFOR”, a NATO-led multina-
tional peacekeeping force in charge of ensuring security in Kosovo.

To resolve the recent events in the north of the friendly and brotherly
Kosovo, which pose a threat to regional security and stability, through
dialogue, Tiirkiye has adopted a proactive stance and urged the parties
to exercise restraint. A commando battalion of our 65th Mechanised In-
fantry Brigade Command (Liileburgaz) that was previously assigned to
the NATO Kosovo Force was assigned as a reserve unit in response to a
request from the NATO Joint Force Command/Naples (Italy) after the
events in Kosovo. Our assigned unit was transferred to the Sultan Murat
Barracks in Kosovo on June 4-5, 2023, has made significant contribu-
tions to establishing peace and tranquility in the region.
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Tiirkiye announced that it would deploy a
commandos battalion to Kosovo at NATO’s request to

join the peacekeeping operation after unrest in the
north of the country.

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1.2.1.3. The Aegean Sea and the Mediterranean

Tiirkiye constantly provides maritime assistance for the operations
launched by NATO with the aim of supporting international efforts to
preventirregular crossings in the Aegean Sea through reconnaissance,
monitoring and surveillance.

Tiirkiye is among the top three contributors to NATO’s Standing
Naval Force and command in the Mediterranean. It also provides the
greatest contribution to Operation Sea Guardian. Aksaz Naval Base
also supports this contribution logistically.

Tiirkiye commanded the first two stages of the 2022 FOCOPS
Operation (FOCOPS-2 and FOCOPS-5). A submarine is taking part
in one of the FOCOPS-6 Operation’s stages. Frigates, corvettes,
submarines, and maritime patrol aircraft are used to support the
operation.

A patrol ship assigned to Standing NATO Maritime Group 2 Task
Unit 01 (SNMG-2 TU.01) takes part in the Aegean Sea’s fight against
irregular migration as part of the readmission agreement signed at
the EU-Tiirkiye summit on March 18, 2016.

1.2.1.4. NATO Mission Iraq

Tiirkiye provides assistance of military trainers/advisors for “NATO
Mission Iraq”. In addition, it has also undertaken the commitment to
deploy “the force protection team”.
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1.2.1.5. The Standing NATO Maritime Group Two and the
Standing NATO Mine Countermeasures Group Two

Tiirkiye constantly makes contributions to Standing NATO Maritime
Group Two (SNMG-2) and Standing NATO Mine Countermeasures
Group Two (SNMCMG-2).

Tiirkiye is the second-largest contributor to NATO’s Standing
Maritime Groups. In June 2022, SNMCMG-2, the Standing NATO
Mine Countermeasures Group 2, came under new command and
the NATO Response Force (NRF) Maritime Component Command
(MCC) Headquarters for 2023 will be the Turkish Maritime Force
(TURMARFOR), which has attained full mobility.

Tiirkiye took part in an operation against piracy in the Gulf of Aden,
Indian Ocean, Arabian Sea and adjacent regions as part of Standing
NATO Maritime Group Two (SNMG-2) with TCG Gokgeada frigate.

Exercise DYNAMIC MANTA-2023 was conducted by the NATO Naval
Command in the Central Mediterranean between February 27 and
March 10,2023, hosted by Italy. The Turkish Naval Forces participated
in the exercise, in which Anti-Submarine training was carried out,
together with TCG Barbaros and TCG Preveze, which are assigned to
the Standing NATO Maritime Group 2.

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1.2.1.6. Konya Air Base and NATO AWACS Aircrafts

As part of the Global Coalition against DAESH, Tiirkiye provides air-
to-air refuelling support to NATO AWACS aircrafts for their flights in
the Turkish airspace.

Air-to-air refuelling support is provided for NATO AWACS aircrafts
for their flights as part of the Assurance Measures implemented by
the Alliance for the Eastern European Countries, and our national
AWACS aircrafts (E-7T) are used to provide this support.

Konya Air Base is one of the two forward operating bases of NATO
Airborne Early Warning & Control Force (NAEW&C), and it is avail-
able for NATO AWACS aircrafts.
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1.2.2. Contributions to NATO’s Command and Force Structure

1.2.2.1. NATO Allied Land Command (LANDCOM)

Tiirkiye is one of the Allies making the most extensive contributions
to NATO’s Command and Force structure. NATO’s Land Command
(LANDCOM), a part of the Alliance command structure, is located in
Tiirkiye.
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1.2.2.2. NATO Rapid Deployable Corps - Tiirkiye

NATO Rapid Deployable Corps (NRDC-T) (3rd Corps Headquarters,
Istanbul), one of the nine High Readiness Force (Land) Headquarters
within NATO Force Structure is provided by Tiirkiye. Tiirkiye has as-
sumed responsibility for the Very High Readiness Joint Task Force of
NATO Response Force (NRF) in 2021.

1.2.2.3. Kiirecik Radar Facility

Tiirkiye hosts acquisition and tracking radar (X-Band radar) in
Malatya/Kiirecik as part of NATO’s Ballistic Missile Defense architec-
ture. The other components of NATO’s Ballistic Missile Defense are
prevention systems (Aegis Ashore), which are available in Romania
Poland as well as four Aegis Ashore destroyers of the USA, which are
deployed at the Port of Rota in Spain.

1.2.2.4. Multinational Joint Warfare Centre:

Multinational Joint Warfare Centre (MJWC), has been operating in
Atatiirk Wargaming and Convention Centre in Istanbul since 2015.
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MJWCG, having a vision of serving as the leading warfare centre, plans
and national and multinational exercises at strategic and operational

levels.

The MJWC has hosted several national, international, and NATO
exercises, conferences, meetings, and symposiums as a centre with
extensive knowledge and experience. Some of these are listed below:

1.2.2.7. Turkish Air Force

Turkish Air Force aircraft and personnel participated in Exercise Air
Defender 2023 between June 12 and June 22, 2023.

During the exercise, the 151t Squadron Command, which conducted
training with the allies, conducted a variety of missions in two flight
blocks per day.”
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» Tiirkiye’s defence expenditures to gross domestic product ra-
tio was 1.57% as of 2021 (the NATO threshold is 2%). Tiirkiye
has promised to accomplish the 2% goal by 2024.

» 29.31% of our defence expenditures (as of 2021) are allocated to
the supply of weapons and equipment as well as research and
development.

» Tiirkiye ranks eighth in terms of contributions, which are
shared among Allies after being calculated on the basis of

gross domestic products (GDP).

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1.3.2. Civilian Contributions Within the Scope of the Civilian
State of Emergency Planning

Civil Preparedness are considered an integral part of NATO’s long-
term adaptation with regard to defense and deterrence.

Tiirkiye provides contributions of specialists as well as conceptual
contributions in order to support NATO’s civilian (non-military)
capabilities within the scope of NATO’s civilian state of emergency
planning activities.

1.3.3. Support for the Open Door Policy and Partnership
Mechanisms

Tiirkiye is among the staunch defenders of NATO’s open-door pol-
icy. As part of NATO’s enlargement process, also called the “Open-
Door Policy”, the accession process of North Macedonia to the Alli-
ance resulted in its becoming a NATO member on March 27, 2020.
Then, Finland, which applied for NATO membership in May 2022,
took sincere and concrete steps to fulfil its commitments in the tri-
partite memorandum signed on June 28, 2022. Based on the sensi-
tivity demonstrated towards addressing Tiirkiye’s security concerns
and the progress achieved in this regard, the Motion Regarding the
Approval of the Protocol Regarding the Accession of Finland to the
North Atlantic Treaty (NATO) was passed in the General Assembly
of the Grand National Assembly of Tiirkiye on March 30, 2023.
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After the formal procedure was complete, Finland officially became
a member of the alliance on April 4, 2023, the 74th anniversary of
NATO’s founding. In pursuit of an open-door policy, NATO expand-
ed for the ninth time over the course of 74 years.

NATO will grow stronger with Finland’s membership and thus play
an active role in maintaining global security and stability.

Ukraine, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Sweden and Georgia are the oth-
er countries, which are willing to join NATO. Tiirkiye considers the
Alliance’s Open Door Policy as a strategic tool aimed at spreading
stability and security, and advocates particularly the integration
of the Balkan countries into European-Atlantic institutions. In this
context, during the Brussels Summit of 2018, the activation of Bos-
nia and Herzegovina’s Membership Action Plan (MAP) and extend-
ing an invitation of membership to Northern Macedonia was clearly
supported.
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Furthermore, NATO has an extensive partnership mechanism, and
partnerships are key instruments in terms of spreading stability.

NATO has geographical (European Atlantic Partnership Council,
Mediterranean Dialogue and Istanbul Cooperation Initiative, Partners
across the Globe) and thematic partnership mechanisms (enhanced
opportunities partners, operations partners and interoperability
platform). The main purpose of these partnership mechanisms could
be summarized as:

Providing consultancy,

Developing interoperability,

Ensuring partner countries’ support for NATO’s missions and
operations,

Assisting in defense reform and defense capacity building.

Furthermore, NATO makes thematic cooperation with partner
countries in such fields as:

Fighting terrorism (through capacity building),

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Tiirkiye actively supports NATO in developing its relations with
partner countries, provided that the partner countries follow good
neighborly relations with the allied countries on the basis of mutual
respect. Within this context, Tiirkiye hosted the joint meeting with
the Mediterranean Dialogue countries, organized by NATO to mark
the 25th anniversary of the Mediterranean Dialogue mechanism on
May 6-7, 2019 in Ankara.

Consequently, Tiirkiye plays a pioneering role in terms of developing
the relations between NATO and its partners especially in the Balkans,
the Caucasus, Northern Africa and Middle East within the context of
the implementation of the Open Door Policy.
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1.4. NATO’s Contributions to Tiirkiye

Tiirkiye attaches importance to maintaining NATO’s principal role
in the maintenance of security and stability in the Euro-Atlantic
region and its feature as a fundamental transatlantic forum in which
its partners hold political-military consultations that concern their
security. As a matter of fact, Tiirkiye finds it necessary that the
principles of indivisibility of security, solidarity among the allies, fair
risk and burden sharing and consensus that underly the Alliance are
observed and maintained.

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In addition, Tiirkiye requested support from NATO due to the
following developments:

» Operation “ACE Guard” (January 3, 1991-March 8, 1991):
During the First Gulf War, NATO’s emergency response force
(ACE Mobile) and the Alliance’s air defense capabilities were
deployed in our territory upon Tiirkiye’s request in order to
thwart threats posed to Tiirkiye.

» During the Second Gulf War, three Dutch Patriot batteries
were deployed in Diyarbakir and Batman in accordance with
the Council decision dated February 16, 2003 upon Tiirkiye’s
request in order to thwart threats posed to Tiirkiye.
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» After our unarmed RF-4 reconnaissance jet was shot down by
the Syrian regime in international airspace over the Mediter-
raneean Sea on June 22, 2012 and five Turkish citizens were
killed as a result of an artillery shelling on Akcakale by the Syr-
ian regime forces on October 2, 2012, air and missile defense
batteries belonging to the allied countries were deployed in
our territory as of January 2013 in accordance with a Council
decision dated December 4, 2012 in order to support our coun-
try’s air defense capabilities. Currently, a Spanish Patriot bat-
tery is positioned in Adana.

» Concerning the developments in Syria, the Council agreed on
the Tailored Assurance Measures for Tiirkiye on December 18,
2015. These measures include the deployment of NATO AWACS
aircrafts in our country and their regular flights; conducting an
air policing mission in order to protect the Turkish airspace;
carrying out intelligence-surveillance-reconnaissance and
maritime patrol flights in the Eastern Mediterranean; NATO
Permanent Naval Forces’ (SNMG-2) visits to the Turkish ports
in the Eastern Mediterranean and increased participation of
the Allies and SNMG-2 in exercises in the Eastern Mediterra-
nean.

» NATO allows the development of military capabilities and
use of the experience and knowledge of the alliance members.
NATO contributes to the development of the Turkish Defense
Industry through joint projects. Participation in the individu-
al and collective trainings at NATO’s educational institutions,
training and exercise centres and excellence centres is ensured.
These opportunities of NATO provide a basis for raising the
training level of our military personnel and troops and for the
acquisition of new capabilities for the Turkish Armed Forces.

1.4.1. NATO Solidarity in the Disaster of the Century

On February 6, 2023, Tiirkiye experienced two consecutive earth-
quakes, described as the “Disaster of the Century”, that caused the
severest loss of life, destruction, and suffering in the history of the
Republic. The first 7.7-magnitude earthquake, which struck Pazarcik
district of Kahramanmaras at at 4.17 am, and the second 7.6-magni-
tude earthquake, which struck Elbistan about 9 hours later that day,
caused destruction in 62 districts and 10 thousand 190 villages across
11 of our provinces.

As NATO Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg stated, the earthquakes
in Kahramanmaras are the deadliest and most terrible disaster to
strike our alliance’s territory since its inception. In this process, NATO
and our allies did not leave Tiirkiye’s call for support unanswered, de-
livering in-Kkind and cash aid to the disaster area, dispatching search
and rescue teams to the region, and saving many lives.

Since the first moments of the earthquake, NATO and our allies
have been in solidarity with Tiirkiye. They offered their condolences
in meetings at the level of Heads of State. Initially, they dispatched
teams, doctors, and first-aid supplies to Tiirkiye for urgent search
and rescue operations. Following the earthquake, more than 1,400
emergency response personnel were dispatched to Tiirkiye, a NATO
ally and partner.
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NATO Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg issued a statement ex-
pressing his solidarity with Tiirkiye. Similar messages of solidarity
were likewise conveyed by the leaders of allied NATO member states.

To show solidarity with Tiirkiye, all flags at NATO headquarters in
Brussels were flown at half-staff.

Tiirkiye is grateful to its NATO allies for their support and solidarity
during this period.
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1.5.1. Cooperation Mechanisms and Initiatives Supported by
Tiirkiye

» The Partnership for Peace (PfP), launched in 1994, facilitates
practical bilateral cooperation between individual partner
countries from the Caucasus, Central Asia and Eastern Eu-
rope and NATO on military and defence-related issues. The
Partnership for Peace (PfP) Training Centre was established
on June 29, 1998 within the Turkish Armed Forces in order to
train the civilian and military personnel of the partner coun-
tries in line with general principles of the PfP and to help the
partners achieve their goals of interoperability with NATO.
The PfP Training Centre provides comprehensive training at
the strategic and tactical level to the staff of the Allied and
Partner countries and the Mediterranean Dialogue countries.

» The Euro-Atlantic Partnership Council (EAPC), a multilateral
forum established in 1997, brings together NATO members
and twenty Partner countries.

» Seven Mediterranean countries outside the NATO are mem-
bers of the Mediterranean Dialogue initiative, which was es-
tablished in 1994. These countries are Algeria, Egypt, Israel,
Jordan, Mauritania, Morocco and Tunisia. The beginning of
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this initiative is based on the belief that European security is
closely linked to the security and stability of the Mediterra-
nean. As a Mediterranean country, Tiirkiye supports the Med-
iterranean Dialogue since its establishment. Believing that Eu-
ropean security is closely linked to the security and stability
of the Mediterranean, Tiirkiye shares the Alliance’s objective
that the Mediterranean Dialogue should be strengthened in
areas in which NATO could provide added value.

» NATO’s Istanbul Cooperation Initiative was established in
June 2004 at the NATO Summit organized in Istanbul. The
initiative aims to contribute to regional and global security in
the long term by developing security cooperation between the
Middle East countries and NATO. Bahrain, Qatar, Kuwait and
the United Arab Emirates have participated up to now. Fur-
thermore, Saudi Arabia and Oman are interested. The initia-
tive mainly pursues a policy that is open to the participation
of all Middle Eastern countries, which are opposed to terror-
ism and proliferation of weapons of mass destruction. Tiirkiye
strongly supports “Istanbul Cooperation Initiative”.

1.5.2.2. Civilian Cooperation Projects

» From 2015 to the end of the NATO mission in 2021, female of-
ficers have been assigned to Train, Advise, Assist Command
in Kabul, Afghanistan to work as “Gender Advisor” for a pe-
riod of six months. Tiirkiye also provided training to Afghan
female police officers in Sivas.

» Tiirkiye conducts training activities such as courses, seminars,
etc. for the members of the Alliance and partner countries
through the Centre of Excellence Defence Against Terrorism
and Partnership for Peace Training Centre, and makes signif-
icant contribution to NATO’s proper interpreting and under-
standing of the region thanks to its close cultural relationship
with the region as well as its historical depth.

» NATO Resilience Committee (RC) serves as a high-level pol-
icy and advisory body to the North Atlantic Council on civil
emergency planning and disaster relief. In this framework, it
coordinates the activities of its subordinate planning groups.
It also oversees the activities of the Euro-Atlantic Disaster Re-
sponse Coordination Centre (EADRCC).

» Tiirkiye provides expertise and conceptual contribution to
support NATO’s civilian (non-military) capabilities as part of
NATO’s civil emergency planning activities.

» The table below shows the Ministries, Agencies and Organi-
zations that are responsible from the activities of the RC plan-
ning group meetings on matters within their respective areas
of responsibility.

Some Civil Capability Activities

Below are some of the activities, which utilized Tiirkiye’s civilian
capabilities and were conducted in cooperation with NATO.

Pakistan Earthquake

» NATO and the Euro-Atlantic Partnership Council (EAPC) coun-
tries responded to the earthquake that struck Pakistan on Octo-
ber 8, 2005 and provided relief.

» In the earthquake, 73,000 people died, 70,000 people were in-
jured and about 4 million people lost their homes.

» 42 EAPC countries provided assistance to Pakistan after the
earthquake.

» Tiirkiye sent a field hospital, three separate medical teams con-
sisting of a total of 56 people, three ambulances, one truck and
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a search and rescue
team  consisting
of 52 people and
3 dogs along with
plenty of relief sup-
plies such as tents,
food, medicine and
blankets to Paki-
stan. Two C-130
transport aircrafts
were assigned to
transport the materials. Tiirkiye’s assistance reached $115 mil-
lion. With this amount of aid, Tiirkiye was one of the countries
that provided the greatest assistance to Pakistan.

Evacuation of Civilians from Libya (2011)

» Following NATO’s Libya operation in 2011, the evacuation of
civilians stranded in Libya was carried out by sea and land.
During the evacuation from the sea, Iskenderun ship (mili-
tary) and Turkish Airlines (THY) Airbus 330 (Canakkale) air-
craft were used at the first stage. Not only Turkish citizens, but
also citizens of other countries who opted were evacuated.

Retrograde Movement from Afghanistan (2012-2013)

» The majority of ISAF elements conducted their retrograde op-
erations through Trabzon Port and Trabzon Airport.

» Civilian Turkish-registered ships were also used during the
operation. (Aysenaz vessel-civilian cargo ship)

Japan Earthquake and Tsunami (2011)

» 52 tons of aid material was provided for the earthquake in Ja-
pan, both individually and under the coordination of EADRCC,

» Aid materials were delivered to Japan by Turkish Airlines
(THY) cargo plane,

» Search and rescue activities were conducted by teams. (24 peo-
ple from AFAD, 1from TAEK, and 5 from the Ministry of Health)
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Aid to Ukraine as part of NATO Assistance (2015-)

» Expert support within the scope of Command, Control and
Communication Technologies,

» Logistics and Standardization (Instruments and equipment
along with expert staff)

» Cyber Defence (expert staff support)

» Medical rehabilitation (physicians, specialized staff, instru-
ments and equipment for field hospital)

» Field Hospital

International Aid during the Pandemic Era (2020-2022)

When the coronavirus pandemic outbroke, Tiirkiye provided interna-
tional aid to countries such as Italy and Spain, which were the most af-
fected, and then to many NATO member countries, including the USA.

1.5.3. “WeAreNATO” Communication Campaign

The NATO communications campaign “WeAreNATO” aims to create
awareness in the Allied countries, particularly among the youth,
about NATO, its role in global security and its activities.

After the first annual conference of WeAreNATO campaign hosted by
the NATO Public Diplomacy Division (PDD) in NATO Headquarters on
July 18-19, 2019, Tiirkiye joined the campaign under the coordination
of the Presidency’s Directorate of Communications in September
20109.

Within the scope of the campaign, a “National Campaign Plan” based
on the OASIS model was developed and a promotional video shared
on corporate social media accounts from Tiirkiye and NATO was pre-
pared.

niversary of Tiirkiye’s NATO Membership: The Powerful Member
of the Strategic Alliance - Tiirkiye”. The panel started with the key-
note speeches of Deputy Director of Communications Dr. Cagatay
Ozdemir and NATO Assistant Secretary General Ambassador Tacan
ildem. The panel was attended by Chief of Staff for NATO Allied Land
Command Major General Metin Tokel and NATO officers, and fea-
tured a timeline of the 68-year NATO membership of Tiirkiye and its
role in the Organization.

On March 13, 2020, a panel titled “The 68th Anniversary of Tiirkiye’s
NATO membership: The Powerful Member of the Strategic Alliance —
Tiirkiye” was held at the Adana Regional Directorate of the Director-
ate of Communications. In the panel moderated by Dr. Murat Yesiltas,
Deputy Head of the Turkish Delegation to the NATO Parliamentary
Assembly and Member of the TRNC Committee on Foreign Affairs
Ahmet Berat Conkar and Dr. Aylin Unver Noi evaluated Tiirkiye’s 68-
year NATO membership.

As one of the largest
contributors to NATO missions, operations and NATO common fund,
Tiirkiye plays a critical role in the Alliance.

In this context, on the occasion of the 70th anniversary of Tiirkiye’s
NATO membership, various activities were carried out by the Presi-
dency’s Directorate of Communications, emphasizing the role of our
country in NATO.

1.5.4.1. Panel Discussion: “Changing Dynamics and
Longstanding Alliance: Stronger with Tiirkiye for 70 Years”

The Presidency’s Directorate of Communications organized the panel
titled “Changing Dynamics and Longstanding Alliance: Stronger for
70 Years with Tiirkiye” on 17 February 2022 to mark the 70th anni-
versary of Tiirkiye’s accession to the Alliance. Head of the Turkish
Delegation to the NATO Parliamentary Assembly and AK Party Rize
Deputy Osman Askin Bak and the members of the Turkish Group at
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the NATO Parliamentary Assembly, as well as many ambassadors
and foreign mission representatives, the representatives of public ins-
titutions and many academics participated in the panel. In the first
part of the panel, which consisted of two parts, Commander of the 3rd
Corps Lieutenant General Levent Ergiin and Presidency’s Director of
Communications Prof. Fahrettin Altun delivered opening speeches.
Following the opening speeches, the video prepared by the Directora-
te of Communications for the 70th anniversary of Tiirkiye’s member-
ship in NATO was shown.

After the opening speeches, Member of the Presidency’s Secu-
rity and Foreign Policies Council Prof. Nursin Atesoglu Giiney mode-
rated the panel titled “Changing Dynamics and Longstanding Allian-
ce: Stronger with Tiirkiye for 70 Years”. Speakers of the panel included
Former NATO Assistant Secretary General and Retired Ambassador
Tacan ildem, Hali¢ University Faculty Member Assoc. Prof. Aylin Un-
ver Noi and Fenerbahce University Faculty Member Assoc. Prof. Ece
Baban. The speakers made assessments on the NATO alliance, regi-
onal and global developments, Tiirkiye’s 70 years of membership in
NATO and its contributions to NATO, as well as international relati-
ons on the basis of security and stability.

1.5.4.2. Tiirkiye Tour for Defense Correspondents and
Researchers

Leading defense correspondents and researchers from NATO mem-
ber and partner countries (Spain, Netherlands, Austria, Italy, Sweden)
were hosted in our country as part of the events to mark the 70th an-
niversary of Tiirkiye’s NATO membership on 17-19 February 2022.

The delegation members participated in the panel titled “Changing
Dynamics and Longstanding Alliance: Stronger with Tiirkiye for 70
Years “.

During the visit, the delegation visited the Turkish Aerospace Inc.
(TUSAS) facilities in Ankara, the Presidency of Defense Industries,
Atatiirk’s Mausoleum (Anitkabir), Atatiirk and the War of Indepen-
dence Museum, and the 3rd Corps, also known as the NATO Rapid
Deployable Corps, stationed in Istanbul. have visited.
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Thus, the participants had the opportunity to have first-hand infor-
mation about the importance of Tiirkiye’s NATO membership, its
contributions to NATO, and its rising defense industry, to ask questi-
ons to the authorities and to become better acquainted with Tiirkiye
from various perspectives.

1.5.4.3. NATO in the 21%* Century: Challenges, Partnerships and
Enlargement Panel

Presidency’s Directorate of Communications of the Republic of Tiir-
kiye organised “NATO in the 21st Century: Challenges, Partnerships
and Enlargement Panel” on June 7, 2022, in Ankara. In addition to
academics, ambassadors of many countries, researchers, journalists,
and valuable experts in their fields participated in the panel that add-
ressed NATO’s ability to improve its sphere of influence in military
matters, which has undertaken numerous activities as part of its role
in global security from the past to the present, to intervene effectively
in crises other than military matters, to update itself by adapting to
changing conditions in the face of new challenges, and the strategies
to be implemented and steps to be taken within the framework of its
policies for enlargement.
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1.5.4.4. “The Ukraine Crisis and the Future of NATO” - Brussels

In order to evaluate the effects of the Ukraine-Russia War on the re-
gion and the crises caused by the war, NATO’s role in global security
in the face of current threats and challenges, especially the Ukraine
Crisis, NATO’s future structure and function, and Tiirkiye’s importan-
ce for the Alliance, a panel titled “The Ukraine Crisis and the Future
of NATO” was held on June 17, 2022 in Brussels, the capital of Belgi-
um, by the Presidency’s Directorate of Communications. Researchers,
journalists, and other valuable experts in their disciplines participa-
ted in the programme.

1.5.4.5. “NATO from Regional to Global: Dialogue,
Enlargement and Unity” - Madrid

A panel titled “NATO from Regional to Global: Dialogue, Enlargement
and Unity” was held on June 28, 2022 in Madrid, the capital of Spain,
by the Presidency’s Directorate of Communications. The panel add-
ressed the strategies and steps to be taken within the framework of
NATO’s capability and influence in this field, its ability to effectively
intervene in crises other than military issues, and its policies for en-
largement as an organisation that has proven itself in the military
field from the past to the present.
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ounded and structured on the strategies of the Cold War era’s

bipolar power struggle, NATO had to undergo a restructur-

ing process and encompass new missions after the end of

the Cold War. Following the disintegration of the USSR in
the post-Cold War period, challenges such as ethnic issues, regional
conflicts, nuclear/conventional arms control and international terror-
ism have determined the process of NATO’s restructuring and the ex-
pansion of its missions. In this context, since 1992, NATO units have
begun assuming a wide spectrum of tasks ranging from humanitar-
ian aid to crisis management in a broad geography outside of NATO’s
conventional areas of responsibility extending from the Balkans to
the Gulf of Aden, and from Africa to Afghanistan. As a result, NATO
evolved into a security organization that took an interest in global is-
sues beyond serving the security of its members alone. NATO realized
this transformation around the concepts of “Cooperation” and “Part-
nership”, which shaped the new identity of the organization. With this
transformation, NATO extended its focus beyond the Euro-Atlantic
region and succeeded in establishing a comprehensive network of
cooperation and partnerships with non-member states around the
world, especially in the Mediterranean and the Gulf region, after the
Cold War era.

NATO’s new mission and transformation process led to a discord
among member states on various policies as well as collaborations.
U.S. President Trump’s criticisms about the defence spending of
member states based on the 2006 NATO defence ministers’ decision
to allocate 2% of the members’ GNP to the defence budgets as well as
French President Macron’s remark that “NATO is experiencing brain
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death” shows deepening of this discord on NATO’s raison d’étre, mis-
sion and future. While such criticisms and remarks have prompted
member states to question NATO’s raison d’étre, they also have led to
an increase in security concerns and a declining trust in institutional
mechanisms. Former German Chancellor Angela Merkel’s remarks
in an election rally in Munich after the NATO Summit of 2017 was
a clear manifestation of European states’ security concerns about
NATO: “Europe can no longer rely on US and Britain and must fight
for its own destiny. We Europeans must really take our destiny into
our own hands”.

Contrary to the anti-NATO rhetoric used both by the USA and Euro-
pean states, Tiirkiye has adhered to the spirit of the founding treaty
of NATO.

Moreover, Tiirkiye has acted in accordance with the significance of
political-military dialogues on issues pertaining to the security of its
members, as well as NATO’s continued fundamental role in main-
taining security and stability in the Euro-Atlantic geography.

While it was the only Alliance member with a land border with the
USSR during the Cold War era, Tiirkiye is also among the closest Al-
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lies to the critical areas of conflict today. At this time, we are witness-
ing a period in which geopolitical challenges are extremely harsh,
and Tiirkiye’s national security is crucial for NATO’s security, partic-
ularly within the context of the principle of the indivisibility of secu-
rity. Tiirkiye’s central position in the geography extending from the
Baltic Sea to the Arabian Gulf, from the Indo-Pacific region to the Af-
rican axis demonstrates its leverage role consistent with the essence
of NATO’s strategy document adopted at the 2022 Madrid Summit.
In this sense, Tiirkiye’s high added value to the alliance will become
even more pronounced in the second quarter of the 21st century. This
is consistent with the NATO’s motto “Stronger Together.” It is an in-
disputable fact that Tiirkiye’s security means NATO’s security.

Since 1952, Tiirkiye has maintained the security of eastern and south-
eastern borders of NATO. When the conjuncture and circumstances in
the surrounding areas are considered, the heavy responsibility under-
taken by Tiirkiye will be better understood. Tiirkiye is located in the
centre of the Balkans and the Caucasus, which witnessed active armed
conflicts in the 1990s and 2000s, Ukraine, Syria and Iraq, where ac-
tive conflicts continue today, and North Africa via the Mediterranean.
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Tiirkiye is a neighbour to all these regions. There are also problematic
regimes in possession of ballistic missile systems and chemical weap-
ons among Tiirkiye’s neighbours.

Within this context, Tiirkiye’s expectation from its Allies is that they
will act in line with the spirit of Alliance based on the fundamental
principle of “indivisibility of security”. For instance, Tiirkiye’s need for
air defence, due the threat posed by Scud missiles in the hands of Sad-
dam regime during the Gulf War I was not properly assessed by some
of the Allies.

Tiirkiye asked for assistance on this matter from its Allies for three
times, namely in 1991 due to Gulf War I, in 2003 due to Iraq Operation
and in 2012 due to the downing of a Turkish aircraft by Damascus re-
gime. Several Allies showed solidarity under NATO, deploying their Pa-
triot and SAMP/T systems in Tiirkiye for these three requests. However,
when the civil war in Syria escalated and Tiirkiye had border violation
problems with Russia, withdrawal of some Patriot batteries on several
occasions resulted in a serious security gap for Tiirkiye, an indispen-
sible member of the Alliance.
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As previously stated, Tiirkiye’s contribution to the Alliance has re-
mained in conformity with the spirit of the alliance agreement since
1952. As a member state, Tiirkiye has a natural right to expect the Alli-
ance to carefully consider its policies and demands in light of Tiirkiye’s
security concerns. In fact, it is certain that the failure of some alliance
members to evaluate Tiirkiye’s steps towards the construction of its na-
tional security would result in a security gap throughout the entirety of
NATO.

NATO’s strength stems from unity and solidarity among allies. This
spirit of solidarity has persisted since the founding of NATO. Tiirkiye
has been one of the most active allies of the Alliance over the past sev-
en decades of cooperation. Tiirkiye, one of the top five contributors to
NATO operations, merits the designation of a permanently reliable ally
in the Alliance, compared to the removal of some member states from
the military wing of NATO due to political preferences arising from pe-
riodic impacts, as witnessed in the past.

NATO faces a long and difficult path ahead to maintain and increase
its power, respond to new threats, and serve peace and stability. On this
path, close cooperation among allies is required more than ever. NATO
has made significant contributions to peace and stability in world pol-
itics since its establishment, and it depends on NATO’s ability to in-
crease solidarity and harmony within the Alliance by taking into ac-
count member states’ security concerns in a way befitting the alliance
for NATO to be able to continue this mission in the future. Therefore,
Tiirkiye desires that NATO support its allies against the threat of terror-
ism by adopting a unified definition of terrorism.

Tiirkiye is aware of the importance of NATO-EU cooperation to meet
current and future challenges. It is the most natural right to expect this
cooperation to be carried out in accordance with the “Agreed Frame-
work” adopted in 2003 and to expect non-EU Allies to take part in EU
initiatives.
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Tiirkiye believes that undermining NATO’s essential role in transatlan-
tic security is unthinkable. Tiirkiye contributes significantly to NATO
and will continue to do so. Tiirkiye’s contribution to NATO’s strength is
evident, and it should be equally evident that Tiirkiye’s issues are
viewed as NATO’s issues.

Terrorism is one of the two primary threats that Tiirkiye believes NATO
confronts, and all allies should be able to unite in the fight against ter-
rorism.

This is the outcome of not only the desire for the states system to act
collectively against a crime against humanity, but also the necessity of
partnership as a trusted member of NATO for the past seven decades.

Tiirkiye will surely do its utmost to fulfil its responsibilities for NATO
from now on. When the need arises, it will not refrain from taking the
necessary responsibility and continue to show a maximum effort to
ensure that the Spirit of Alliance is not damaged. Nonetheless, as re-
sponsibility in the alliance cannot be defined exclusively by Tiirkiye’s
unilateral role, it is Tiirkiye’s most natural right to expect all Allies to
exhibit the same sense of responsibility.
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2.3. Tiirkiye’s Stance on Sweden’s Membership Application

Tiirkiye has historically supported the enlargement of NATO and its
open-door policy. Throughout the enlargement process, Tiirkiye has
adhered to the open-door policy by providing unwavering support to
countries seeking NATO membership. Moreover, it was mindful of not
causing damage to NATO’s organisational identity or intra-organisa-
tional harmony, and it prioritised the fact that NATO is a political-mili-
tary Alliance based on Allied solidarity.

The Russian Federation’s attack on Ukraine in 2022 has also increased
the likelihood of hot conflicts in the northern regions of the European
continent. The NATO membership application of Sweden, which has
significant security concerns, is also being assessed in this context.
Tiirkiye adheres to the principled stance it has maintained during pre-
vious enlargements. Expecting Sweden to act in line with the spirit of
the Alliance, as in previous cases, is an extremely common approach.
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It is a legitimate expectation of both the organisation and its existing
members that countries seeking to join NATO, a collective security or-
ganisation, demonstrate sensitivity to the security concerns of each
member of the organisation. It is an indispensable responsibility for a
candidate country to collaborate with existing members, particularly
on issues such as terrorism and counter-terrorism, which have signifi-
cantly challenged the international system and the national security of
states in recent years. Terrorism is a crime against humanity, and com-
bating terrorism is a universal and moral obligation. In accordance with
Article 5 of the founding treaty of NATO, Tiirkiye has the natural right
to expect that countries to which it has pledged its support in the event
of a potential war will not support terrorist organisations that target it
and its citizens. This is what the spirit of the Alliance calls for.

In light of this, Sweden’s close ties with the terrorist organisation PKK
and its offshoots, the PYD/YPG, and the activities they organise in this
context are unsettling. Under the current circumstances, it is impossi-
ble for Tiirkiye to explain to the Turkish people how and why it will
form a military alliance with a country that provides a safe haven to
PKK offshoots and FETO, which attempted a coup in Tiirkiye and mur-
dered many innocents.
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Therefore, Sweden is expected to provide guarantees under the collec-
tive security principle of NATO. Tiirkiye wants Sweden to take concrete
and permanent steps to prevent the activities of terrorist organisations
that endanger Turkish citizens and threaten Tiirkiye’s security. The ex-
tradition of terrorists to Tiirkiye and the prevention of terrorist organ-
isations from operating in the country in question (as the Turkish po-
litical leadership has explained repeatedly for the process of approving
this country’s NATO membership by Tiirkiye in accordance with do-
mestic law) are the sine qua non.

Based on our key arguments that the fight against terrorism can only
be successful with a holistic and comprehensive strategy and that there
should be no distinction between terrorist organisations, we are reso-
lutely continuing our diplomatic initiatives to prevent the activities of
terrorist organisations and their offshoots that our country is fighting,
particularly the PKK, PYD/YPG, FETO, DHKP/C and DAESH. The pre-
vention of terrorist organisations’ propaganda, financing, and recruit-
ment activities by abusing rights and liberties calls for an approach that
is devoid of double standards.
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In fact, following the quadripartite meeting held in Madrid, Spain, on
June 28, 2022, as part of the NATO Summit, and attended by our Presi-
dent Recep Tayyip Erdogan, President Niinist6 of Finland, Prime Min-
ister Andersson of Sweden, and NATO Secretary General Stoltenberg, a
trilateral Memorandum was signed between Tiirkiye, Sweden, and Fin-
land outlining our country’s legitimate expectations from Sweden and
Finland in the fight against terrorism during their NATO membership
processes. With the memorandum in question, Sweden reaffirmed that
the PKK was a terrorist organisation, pledged that it would not provide
support to organisations identified as the PYD/YPG and FETO in Tiir-
kiye, and confirmed that there was no national arms embargo between
the three countries.

The negotiations with Sweden will continue to be conducted in accor-
dance with the principles of the Alliance and our country’s approaches
in the fight against terrorism. Tiirkiye, which is committed to continu-
ing negotiations with Sweden in good faith, has a red line, particular-
ly in the fight against terrorism. Sweden’s concrete steps in this regard
will directly influence the trajectory of this process. Sweden’s steps in
the coming days will determine the course and pace of this endeavour.

Sweden’s anti-terrorism law, which aims to criminalise membership in
terrorist organisations, went into effect on June 1, 2023. The law is an
important step towards the country’s NATO membership and is wel-
comed by Tiirkiye.

The first meeting of the Permanent Joint Mechanism established in ac-
cordance with the Trilateral Memorandum, involving delegations from
Tiirkiye, Finland, Sweden, and NATO, was held in Helsinki on August
26,2022; the second in Stockholm on November 25, 2022; and the third
at NATO headquarters in Brussels on March 9, 2023.

As a latest development, the fourth meeting of the Permanent Joint
Mechanism, established in accordance with the Trilateral Memoran-
dum, involving delegations from Tiirkiye, Finland, Sweden and NATO,
was held in Ankara on 14 June 2023. At the meeting, steps taken by
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Sweden in the context of the commitments in the Trilateral Memoran-
dum were discussed. The reflections of the measures taken in the fight
against terrorism, especially the new legislation that came into force on
1June 2023 in Sweden, on the activities of terrorist organizations in the
country were consulted on the basis of concrete examples. In this con-
text, the level of progress made in realizing the commitments record-
ed in the Trilateral Memorandum was discussed. Participants empha-
sized the importance of the Permanent Joint Mechanism and agreed to
continue working on the next concrete steps.

While this positive picture continues, the act of burning our holy book,
the Holy Quran, on 28 June 2023, within the scope of “so-called free-
dom of expression”, has once again shown how rightful our country is
in its cautious approach to the issue. It has become clear that the biggest
obstacle in front of Sweden in NATO membership is the support it gives
to terrorist organizations. Within the framework of the latest develop-
ments, it is thought that it is not possible for the Turkish public to ap-
prove Sweden’s NATO membership.
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1. Today the representatives of Tiirkiye, Finland and Sweden,
under the auspices of the NATO Secretary General, have agreed
the following.

2. NATO is an Alliance based on the principles of collective de-
fence and the indivisibility of security, as well as on common
values. Tiirkiye, Finland and Sweden affirm their adherence to
the principles and values enshrined in the Washington Treaty.

3. One of the key elements of the Alliance is unwavering soli-
darity and cooperation in the fight against terrorism, in all its
forms and manifestations, which constitutes a direct threat to
the national security of Allies as well as to international peace
and security.

4. As prospective NATO Allies, Finland and Sweden extend
their full support to Tiirkiye against threats to its national
security. To that effect, Finland and Sweden will not provide
support to YPG/PYD, and the organisation described as FETO
in Tirkiye. Tiirkiye also extends its full support to Finland
and Sweden against threats to their national security. Finland
and Sweden reject and condemn terrorism in all its forms and
manifestations, in the strongest terms. Finland and Sweden
unambiguously condemn all terrorist organisations perpetrat-
ing attacks against Tiirkiye, and express their deepest solidar-
ity with Tiirkiye and the families of the victims.

5. Finland and Sweden confirm that the PKK is a proscribed
terrorist organisation. Finland and Sweden commit to prevent
activities of the PKK and all other terrorist organisations and




their extensions, as well as activities by individuals in affiliat-
ed and inspired groups or networks linked to these terrorist
organisations. Tiirkiye, Finland and Sweden have agreed to
step up cooperation to prevent the activities of these terrorist
groups. Finland and Sweden reject the goals of these terrorist
organisations.

6. Further to this, Finland refers to several recent amendments
of its Criminal Code by which new acts have been enacted as
punishable terrorist crimes. The latest amendments entered
into force on 1 January 2022, by which the scope of participa-
tion in the activity of a terrorist group has been widened. At
the same time, public incitement related to terrorist offenses
was criminalised as a separate offense. Sweden confirms that
a new, tougher, Terrorist Offenses Act enters into force on
1July, and that the government is preparing further tightening
of counter-terrorism legislation.

7. Tirkiye, Finland and Sweden confirm that now there are
no national arms embargoes in place between them. Sweden is
changing its national regulatory framework for arms exports
in relation to NATO Allies. In future, defence exports from Fin-
land and Sweden will be conducted in line with Alliance soli-
darity and in accordance with the letter and spirit of article 3 of
the Washington Treaty.

8. Today, Tiirkiye, Finland and Sweden commit to the follow-
ing concrete steps:

- Establish a joint, structured dialogue and coopera-
tion mechanism at all levels of government, includ-
ing between law enforcement and intelligence agen-
cies, to enhance cooperation on counter-terrorism,
organised crime, and other common challenges as
they so decide.




Finland and Sweden will conduct the fight against
terrorism with determination, resolve, and in accor-
dance with the provisions of the relevant NATO doc-
uments and policies, and will take all required steps
to tighten further domestic legislation to this end.

Finland and Sweden will address Tiirkiye’s pend-
ing deportation or extradition requests of terror
suspects expeditiously and thoroughly, taking into
account information, evidence and intelligence pro-
vided by Tiirkiye, and establish necessary bilateral
legal frameworks to facilitate extradition and securi-
ty cooperation with Tiirkiye, in accordance with the
European Convention on Extradition.

Finland and Sweden will investigate and interdict
any financing and recruitment activities of the PKK
and all other terrorist organisations and their ex-
tensions, as well affiliates or inspired groups or net-
works as outlined in paragraph 5.

Tiirkiye, Finland and Sweden commiit to fight disin-
formation, and prevent their domestic laws from be-
ing abused for the benefit or promotion of terrorist
organisations, including through activities that in-
cite violence against Tiirkiye.

Finland and Sweden will ensure that their respective
national regulatory frameworks for arms exports
enable new commitments to Allies and reflects their
status as NATO members.

Finland and Sweden commit to support the fullest
possible involvement of Tiirkiye and other non-EU
Allies in the existing and prospective initiatives of




the European Union’s Common Security and De-
fence Policy, including Tiirkiye’s participation in the
PESCO Project on Military Mobility.

9. For the implementation of these steps, Tiirkiye, Finland and
Sweden will establish a Permanent Joint Mechanism, with the
participation of experts from the Ministries of Foreign Affairs,
Interior, and Justice, as well as Intelligence Services and Se-
curity Institutions. The Permanent Joint Mechanism will be
open for others to join.

10. Tiirkiye confirms its long-standing support for NATO’s
Open Door policy, and agrees to support at the 2022 Madrid
Summit the invitation of Finland and Sweden to become mem-
bers of NATO.
